October 6th 11 a.m. Little Ski Hill Lodge

Meeting convened with Leslee Dorris, Jim Mazzoni, Roger Staats, Nancy Giles,and Ardie Hewitt in attendence. Chuck Harris joined us after dry land training with the athletes.

Nancy Giles Report on Boydstun-Hovedy Scholarship

There is currently $4100.00 in the Scholarship account at Idaho First Bank. Included in that is $1100.00 from the Home Town Rail Jam at Tamarack. And as of this writing we have received another $2000.00 in donations. We are hoping to raise another $1000.00 at the Tune and Taste. This inaugural year we hope to award two scholarships to the J6-J7 group with hopes of offering two each to the other age groups as well. This scholarship will provide the athlete a pair of skis, boots, poles and helmet along with a season pass to both Brundage and The Little Ski Hill. In the future we hope to receive equipment donations. Nancy delivered scholarship packets to both McCall-Donnelly and New Meadows schools which should reach approximately three hundred families in the area. The deadline for applicants has been extended from October 15th to November 1st. Award winners will be reported in the respective valley papers.

Tune and Taste October 20th
As of October 6th RSVP’s were slow coming for the Tune and Taste, however a recent report from Nancy says the numbers are increasing. Justin from SWIX will bring all his variety of waxes for everyone to see. Doors will open at 6pm with clinic beginning at 6:30 in the lodge basement.

MSRT athletes Sadi Mosko and Bryan Bailey will be providing piano music for the event. Mark from City Market will be providing the wine at cost. His wine rep will be serving and anything left will be donated to the scholarship. Susan Dorris, owner of Flights of Fancy will be providing the food. The cost is $50.00 per person in advance and $60.00 at the door. Patrons can write off

$30.00 of each ticket on their taxes.

MSRT Academy

Current enrollment is four athletes for the 2007 fall term, Paul Warner, Nick Bailey, Matt Brockman and Ben Staats. Ryan Foster will be joining the class at Christmas. The athletes who attended camp in Chile are caught up with their studies and will soon be on their way to Colorado for camp in November. Nancy commented that there is a huge difference in curriculum and administration for the 8th grade and lower and high school. Another point worth noting is the start of the school year could have been smoother had the curriculum been on line prior to the first day of school. However, Nancy feels like she and the athletes are settled in to a successful routine. The computers have been challenging. There is a strong need for virus protection on the computers. However after discussion on the merits of a computer technician the board decided that it is the athlete’s parent responsibility to keep the computer virus free. Nancy suggested blinds be installed for security as well as insulation. Chuck noted that trimming will be an ongoing

project as funds and able hands are available. Projected cost to finish the job ranges from $500.00-$1000.00. Space heaters will be used to warm the touring center until the kids change academy time to the afternoon. Nancy will also be researching Rotary Club educational scholarships for the Academy.

Roger has a lead on wood chips for the touring center landscape from the Burghdorf slag piles.

Current Membership-Leslee

Do not have current membership but Nancy says she has 23-24 kids signed up in J6-J7 for the 2007-08 race season. Coaches will be Bob and Nancy Giles, Liam and Brendon.

Also Roger noted that we needed a physical address to comply with our by-laws. Leslee’s

Coffee Sale Fundraiser and other possibilities-Roger Staats

Chuck will review and get back proposal back to board. Leslee Dorris noted that Canyons River Company will donate a Middle Fork river trip. Minimum bid $3500.00 for trip plus airfare. Canyon wants to donate one and MSRT buy one. Board thought that airfare not necessary. Folks can get there on their own. Leslee will re-visit with Dan about another way of helping us out.

Little Ski Hill has solicited MSRT’s help for more participation in fundraising. Chuck noted we give them all proceeds from the Three-Way. We have waited for LSH budget and fiscal report for the last two years with no luck. Chuck feels we can’t solicit any more time commitments from

MSRT families.
