Parent/Student/Instructor Guidelines

Parent Guidelines:

1. Be a current member or actively pursuing membership at Providence Community Church.
2. For PCC families who choose to homeschool, we want to assist you as parents in your God-given role as the primary educators of your children.  Our homeschool co-op is designed to serve both the parents and students in their educational endeavors.   

     As such, the PCC co-op expects parents to:

· Ensure that your child is in class and ready to participate by the beginning of class.

· Assist your child with homework as necessary.

· When appropriate contact instructors with any questions that you or your child may have during the week regarding assignments.

· Make sure your child comes to class dressed appropriately and modestly for the activities, well-nourished, with homework completed by assigned date.

3. Our desire is to serve PCC children, families, and instructors as effectively as possible. Feel free to discuss with co-op leaders the best class placement for your child. Any parent who wishes to place their child in a class NOT in their age group will need to first talk with the co-op leaders to see if this is feasible.

4. Take an active part in the co-op while your child is in class every Friday from 8:45-12:30, and assist in the co-op where assigned.

Student Guidelines:

1. Be attentive, respectful and polite to teachers, classmates and parents.

2. Participate in class discussions.

3. Dress should be modest  - no tank tops, shorter shorts, sloppy attire.  Shirts should be able to be tucked in for PE classes.

4. Between classes, please do not hover around the nursery area.  Those children are on a different class schedule and you will be disruptive if you hover around.

5. Please do not bring any electronic games or iPods, iTouches, cell phones, etc to school – leave them at home or Mr. Wassink will have many new electronic gadgets for himself after he confiscates yours.

6. Students may not go outside unless they are with a parent/instructor.  No exceptions.

7. Be considerate of others and encouraging to each other. Remember Ephesians 4:32.

8. Contact your instructor during the week with any questions about your assignments in a timely manner.  Don’t wait until the day before class.

9. Complete your homework assignments prior to coming to class.

10. Bring all needed class supplies with you to class:  textbooks, pencil, paper, eraser, etc.

11. Use the restroom between classes rather than during class.

12. Please do not bring any candy, gum, hard candy to school.

Instructor Guidelines:

1. Come prepared to teach the day’s lesson.  This would include any handouts, homework assignments, art/lab supplies, visual aides, etc.

2. Arrive in time to setup your room prior to the class start time.

3. Begin and end classes on time.

4. Please consider and plan for any special needs that your students may have.

5. Complete mid-term and end-of-the-semester progress reports for students in a timely manner.

6. Notify parents if any intervention with their child is needed.  This could be due to class behavior, assignments not completed, lack of participation and failure to adhere to any of the student guidelines.

7. Be a source of encouragement for your students, especially using scripture and biblical truths.

8. Review homework and provide timely feedback to the students where appropriate.

9. At the earliest possible time, notify the designated “substitute teacher” when you cannot teach.
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
