High School 8th – 10th (Fireside Classroom)
HS.P1: World History (Great Decisions). Instructor: Scott White

Great Decisions is the Foreign Policy Association (FPA) education initiative to create more informed and engaged citizens by having students discuss U.S. foreign policy and global affairs issues. The topics for this school year will deal with various countries and regions around the globe - to include Haiti, Germany, the Caucasus, and the Horn of Africa. Students will also study and discuss the issues of Security, Nonproliferation, Multilateralism, and the Financial Crises. The material that will be used for this class is primarily contained in the Great Decisions briefing book, which will be provided to each student. 

Required Supplies:

HS.P2: Conversational Spanish. Instructor: Lidia Brodine

Spanish is spoken by at least an estimated 400 million people around the world and about half of the population in the Western Hemisphere speaks Spanish, making it the primary language for as many people as English in this region of the world. Students will enjoy a fun, interactive and rigorous conversational Spanish class where they will build upon the Spanish they already know and learn basic Spanish to communicate with other Spanish speakers. Students will be required to speak Spanish only in class.

HS.P3: Apologia Biology & Labs (an additional $35 lab fee will be collected 2nd semester to help cover $1000 lab kit provided). Instructor: Pam Quilla

This high school-level lab science class will look at life from a creation science perspective and facilitate the lab/experiment portion of the Apologia Biology course.  Students will engage in experiments and discussion focusing on life from the cellular level and on through more complex life forms.  As part of the lab time, students will dissect and use a microscope. Slides, dissecting tools and specimens, microscope, and most other lab supplies will be provided by the teacher.

Middle School 5th-7th (Living Room as Classroom)

P1: Science Fair (1st Semester). Instructor: Anne Stublen
Students will actively engage in all steps of the scientific method with the topic of their choice. Students will be expected to supply all materials associated with researching their topic, performing the experiment, and preparing visuals to communicate their results. Projects will be presented at Chapel.  

Required Supplies: Will be unique to the topic student selects.

P1: Art Appreciation (2nd Semester). Instructor: Kristina Bowman
Students will learn about the fascinating lives and famous works of the master srtists including Van Gogh, Cassatt, Mondrian, Picasso, Monet, and Homer. Students will spend a week learning about the artist and his technique, and the following week the children will create their own art masterpiece with the instructor giving a step-by-step instruction.
Required Supplies: Old t-shirt (or apron, smock) to put on while painting, pencils, erasers, medium-width black marker, a box of chalks, watercolors, a pair of scissors, and a binder/portfolio to keep work in.

P2: Research Paper (1st Semester). Instructor: Kelly Palodichuk
Writing a research paper is an essential aspect of academics, and should not be avoided on account of one's anxiety. Students will spend the first few weeks researching and taking notes on their chosen topic.  Then next few weeks will be spent organizing notes and making an outline.  The last few weeks will be spent on the writing process, and the final class day each student will read their paper for the class.

Required Supplies: Folder, lined paper, pencils

P2: World Cultures (2nd Semester). Instructor: Anne Stublen 

Students will develop a Biblical world view of current events and expand their knowledge of world cultures and geography. Emphasis will be given to missions work currently being done in those countries. World Magazine and Operation World (provided for you) will be the main curriculum.
Required Supplies: A binder to store handouts, colored pencils for map work, pen or pencil, and loose leaf paper.


P3: Computer Applications & Keyboarding. Instructor: Susan Gimotty
This interactive, hands-on course will develop essential computer skills as students become proficient with Microsoft Office applications: Excel, Word, and PowerPoint. Students will learn computer terminology and should emerge with necessary computer skills to develop their own spreadsheets, charts, documents, and presentations. Projects will be scaled on their degree of difficulty based on the proficiency of each student.In addition, students will learn touch typing as they master the keyboard and improve their typing speed and accuracy throughout the year.

P4: Physical Education. Instructor: Susan Gimotty
Children will learn how to strengthen their muscles and cardiovascular system through physical activities. Children will participate in a variety of games and activities in addition to age-appropriate physical exercises to develop strength, balance, flexibility and coordination. Scriptural principles will be integrated into the daily activities such as perseverance, forgiveness, encouragement, self control, diligence, and more.
