
It is important for church 
members to maintain a 
healthy relationship with 
the pastor of the church. 
These tips will help foster 
a proper relationship. 

1. Do not make the pas-
tor choose between 
his family and the 
church. The pastor 
loves his family and 
needs to spend time 
with them. 

2. Be kind and respect 
the pastor’s family. 
They are an extension 
of him. 

3. Do not hold the Pas-
tor’s family to a 
higher standard than 
the one by which you 
use to measure your 
own behavior. They 
are not to be penal-
ized because they are 
related to him. 

4. Remember that the 
pastor is human. He 
has faults, fears and 
insecurities. Give him 
time and space to de-
velop and mature. 

5. Do not lie about what 
you are going to do. If 
you do not plan to do 
it, do not say that you 
will. 

6. Do not sow discord 
among the brethren. If 
you are dissatisfied 
with the church, this 
ministry may not be 
the right match for you 
and it may be better for 
you to leave. 

7. Avoid the Spirit of Ab-
salom which is rebel-
lious and wants to be 
in charge and avoid the 
spirit of Jezebel which 
does not respect or 
submit to leadership. 

8. Do not be a time 
waster. If you have no 
interest in following 
the man of God’s 
counsel, do not set up 
an appointment to talk 
with him. 

9. Realize and use your 
gifts to bless the 
church. Everyone has 
some talent! 

10. Do not tell the pastor 
what you think he 
should do. If you see 
that something needs 
to be done, use your 
gifts and talents to do 
it. 

11. Show the Pastor ap-
preciation for what he 
has done in your life. 
If he spoken a word 
that encouraged you, 
given advice that 
helped you,  or pro-
vided an example that 
directed you, be 
thankful. 

12. Be loyal. Do not 
change with every 
wind of controversy 
that blows. Follow 
your pastor as he fol-
lows Christ. 

13. Allow the pastor and 
his family to take va-
cation and rest. They 
need to get away and 
be refreshed.

Catch Up. If you have past-due 
bills now, get current and stay that 
way. Contact the creditor and de-
velop a payment plan. 
Keep the lines of communication 
open. Contact your creditors as 
soon as you know you will have a 
problem paying bills on time. Try 
to work out a payment arrangement 
and negotiate with them to keep at 
least a portion of the late notations 
off of your credit reports. 
Get help. If your situation is seri-
ous, see a legitimate, non profit 
credit counselor. Avoid scam artists 
who promise a quick reversal of 
your credit problems.

You may also 
purchase your credit score for a 
nominal fee using the same site.

FICO Credit Score 

 To increase your credit score, take 
heed to the following  financial 
tips.    
Pay your bills on time. Making a 
habit of paying bills and other pay-
ments on time has the largest posi-
tive impact on your credit score.  
Pay down balances. Keep your 
credit card balances low. High 
debt-to-credit-limit ratios drive 
your scores down. 
Avoid opening a lot of new ac-
counts. Do not apply for credit that 
you do not need. Adding accounts 
too rapidly sends up a red flag that 
you might not be able to handle 
your credit responsibly. 

Check your credit report and re-
move any errors. By making sure 
that only your accurate credit his-
tory appears on your report, you

Our history of paying who we owe  
is maintained in a credit report and 
a three digit credit score that is 
used to predict just how well we 
will pay our bills. While credit re-
ports are a laundry list of credit ac-
counts, payment history and other 
information, the credit  or FICO 
score is a number between 300 and 
850. The higher the FICO score, 
the better position that a person is  
in to purchase a home or a car.  The 
best score to have is 720 or above. 
 
The FICO score is determined us-
ing the following  basic addition 
formula.  
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Question: My boyfriend says that if I love him, I will have sex with him. I do love him 
but I know that it is wrong to have sex before marriage. I feel that I am being tempted. 
How do I handle this? 

Answer: First of all, you are exactly right. Sex outside of marriage (fornication) is a sin. 
Read St. Mark 7:21-23 and  II Corinthians 6:9. Choose to obey God and avoid sin. It may 
seem difficult, but it will prove to be the best choice in the long run. Tell your boyfriend 
that if he loved you, he would respect you and not tempt you to jump into bed with him. It 
sounds like he is in love with himself and lusting after you. Being ‘in love’ is not actually 
love. You must understand that love is not just a feeling or infatuation or lust. Real love is 
a decision, something you choose to do. God’s love is perfect. It is unconditional. I real-
ize that you might be desiring a relationship that you think is love, when in reality it is 

lust. Love willingly chooses to the put the other person’s needs ahead of your own. As you mature and begin to 
establish relationships with persons of the opposite sex, set your standards before you start dating. Standards 
should include dating only Christians. I’m talking about a born again believer whose life reflects moral and 
spiritual values, character, integrity, respect, obedience, etc. If they do not possess these qualities, avoid them 
and do not waste precious time. You are too valuable to compromise or reduce your standards or act as though 
you are desperate. Strengthen your relationship with Christ and JUST WAIT. The consequences of obedience 
are much more rewarding than that of sin. 
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What Does The Bible Say About Horoscopes? 
· Astrology is a divination art, which teaches that the relative positioning in the sky of the Sun, 

Moon and planets has an influence upon individuals and upon the course of human affairs. 
The actual word for astrology in the Hebrew language literally means, ‘divining the heavens'. 
Divination is the act of foretelling future events, or of revealing secret knowledge, by means 
of signs and omens or other supernatural agency. People who read their horoscopes are sub-
scribing to divination. God prohibits the practice of divination. Leviticus 19:26 NIV reads, 
"Do not practice divination or sorcery." 

·  Divination is regarded to be a grave sin. 1 Samuel 15:23 NIV states, "Rebellion is like the 
sin of divination, and arrogance like the evil of idolatry." 

·  When the Israelites were about to enter the Promised Land of Canaan, God warned them not 
to practice astrology. Deuteronomy 18:9, 12 & 14 NIV commands, "Do not learn to imitate the detestable 
ways of the nations there…The nations you will dispossess listen to those who practice sorcery or divina-
tion. But as for you, the Lord your God has not permitted you to do so…Anyone who does these things is 
detestable to the Lord."  

·  The astrologers of Babylon were unable to help the King with this troublesome dream. However, God had 
blessed his prayerful prophet Daniel with the true gifts of the Holy Spirit, and he was brought before the 
king to interpret the dream. Daniel 2:27-28 NKJ states, "Daniel answered in the presence of the king, and 
said, ‘The secret which the king has demanded, the wise men, the astrologers, the magicians, and the sooth-
sayers cannot declare to the king. But there is a God in heaven who reveals secrets, and He has made known 
to King Nebuchadnezzar what will be in the latter days. Your dream, and the visions of your head upon your 
bed, were these…'" With God’s anointing, Daniel was able to describe and explain the king's prophetic 
dream.
