COUNSELORS

We strive to provide a safe environment for your child at camp.  All of our counselors and staff are required to complete a background check before working with children.

GETTING TO CAMP


Sunday, July 25
· All campers and parents meet in the Fireside Room of the FLC immediately after church to go over details for camp. Lunch will be provided for you and your family.
· If you are lacking any paperwork such as shot record, signatures, photo or paying your balance, please bring the missing information with you on this Sunday.
· Linda Jenkins, R.N., will be on hand to take medications. **Please read the enclosed sheet if you are sending medicine to camp. **
· All campers will get to meet their counselors.
· We will provide any and all last-minute instructions for parents.
Thursday, July 29
· We will meet at FBC Grand Prairie in the Children’s Building East parking Lot at 12:00 p.m. to board our vans and head out to camp.
· The vans will be labeled by gender and grade so please make sure your child is on the correct van.
Please give your child a big hug and say good-bye before he or she gets on the van.  No one will be allowed off the van once checked in.  PARENTS PLEASE DO NOT BOARD THE VANS.
AT CAMP

Because we have so many children enjoying camp and their day is filled with activities, children are not allowed to use telephones to call home.  In the event of an emergency, you may reach us at Riverbend Retreat Center, 1-888-269-2363 (ask to speak with Jana Cummings of First Baptist Grand Prairie).

If you need to come to camp for any reason, please let me know by Monday, July 26 so I can fill out the necessary paperwork.  The person on duty at the camp entrance will have your name on an authorized personnel list.
Riverbend is working on remodeling and beautifying the camp.  Even with careful clean up, there may still be sharp objects on the ground.  Shoes must be worn at all times during camp, even to and from the pool and waterfront.

MONEY

Meals are provided, and we have snacks each day; however, children will have an opportunity to visit the “Canteen” where they can get ice cream, nachos, hot dogs, sodas, etc.  As a guide, we suggest parents send no more than $10 for snacks.  Children are responsible to carry and protect their own money. 
There is a gift shop for souvenirs.  You can see some of the items available at the Riverbend Retreat Center website, www.riverbendretreat.org.  If you know your child would like to purchase a shirt, hat, or other high priced items, you are welcomed to send a check made out to Riverbend Retreat Center.  You may also shop on their website and pay by credit card.  Gift certificates are also available.

We will take an offering each night during camp.  Children will be chosen to serve as ushers during the worship service.  The offering money collected will be used for Riverbend to support the continued improvements to the facilities such as the refurbishments to existing cabins.  

COMING HOME
After our activities on Monday, we will board the buses for home. INFORMATION FOR CAMPERS
Are you ready? We’re going to have a fantastic time at camp this year! This information sheet is to help pack your suitcase and get read for the activities that are planned for you!

· Each day will be filled with fun things to do.  You will have time each day to participate in activities such as: crafts, archery, sports, fishing, drama, sign language, wading in rock creek, riding paddle boats, swimming and sliding down the waterslide, jumping off the blob and climbing on the icebergs.

· We will have time each day for Bible Study and worship with all the groups that are attending camp with us.
· Dress casually for camp.  Be sure your name is on EVERYTHING you bring.  Write you name on clothes, shoes, socks, and towels with a permanent marker.
· Be sure to bring socks and tennis shoes to camp.  You will do a lot of walking, playing sports and team activities.  A pair of jeans or long pants is necessary if you choose to go hiking, and an additional old pair of tennis shoes is necessary for walking through Rock Creek (they will get wet).
· You should pack:


· Things you should not pack: cell phone, iPod, radio, TV, video games, CD player, knife, trading cards, shaving cream or water guns.  
· Make sure your parents read the enclosed information!!

MEDICATIONS
If your child needs medication during camp, please follow these guidelines:

· Bring medications to the meeting on Sunday, July 25
Come to the Health Care Provider table and fill out a medication form.  Linda Jenkins, R.N. will be on-hand to take the prescription and confirm instructions.

· Do not send the entire prescription – only the dose to be given at camp, plus one extra.
· Prescription medications must be in their labeled pharmacy container (do not put medications in a baggie or pill dispenser)
· Over-the-counter medications should be in their original container.  Send only what might be needed for camp.
· If your child has an inhaler, or has ever used an inhaler, they may keep one with them and an extra one with the nurse.  Make sure his/her name is written on it with a permanent marker.
· Allergies seem to flare up when enjoying the outdoors at Riverbend.  If your child is one that takes allergy medication occasionally, it’s a good idea to go ahead and start it before camp and continue it through camp.
· If you have a nebulizer and would like to send it, please bring it Thursday, July 29 with the appropriate medications.
