Senior adults are invited to park at the downtown campus and ride over to
the property in one of our vans. The vans will be leaving around 9:45 am
and will bring riders back after lunch. Obviously, we cannot guarantee
what our Father will allow regarding the weather, but we are praying that
He will cause the sun to shine enough this week to dry the property out
enough so we can meet on it. In the event that the Lord doesn’t dry out
the property enough, we will simply meet for our celebration service in the
sanctuary at 10:30 am and have the meal in the gym.

This service is going to be a high point of our “For the Kingdom”
Campaign. | have invited both our former pastors to come join us in this
celebration as a recognition of the faithful service they gave to the Lord
during their tenures as pastor. I'm hopeful that their health and schedules
will allow them to come. | have also invited officials from our city and
school district, because First Baptist is a vital part of this city and | know
that what God is leading us to do is going to be a great blessing for our
city.

No one will be asked to make or turn in a financial commitment at
this service, but every family will be given a packet at the conclusion of the
morning that includes our campaign brochure along with a commitment
card and envelope to take home.
