THE DORCHESTER SWIM CLUB RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Dorchester rooftop swimming pool is a quiet haven in this busy modern City.  This well maintained facility is open from the end of May until early September.  Currently the hours are:

The following information and rules are intended to make the pool one of the pleasures of life at The Dorchester.

GENERAL RULES

1. Anyone asking to be admitted into the pool area must show their Pool identification card upon each entry. There are NO EXCEPTIONS. 

2. The Swim Club area is defined as including all “public areas” on the 32nd or penthouse floor of The Dorchester.

3. Control of the pool facility is subject to the discretion of the pool manager and lifeguards at the direction of Management and Council.  All members must agree to abide by these rules and regulations that are enforced for the health, safety, and welfare of the members.

4. Any pool member who violates the Rules and Regulations of The Dorchester Swim Club is subject to revocation of all pool privileges, with no refunds of fees paid.

5. The fire towers are for emergency use only and should not be used for entrance to, or exit from, the pool area or the 32nd floor.

6. Pool entrance steps and ladders are not to be blocked at any time. No loitering is permitted in these areas.

7. No glass of any type is permitted in the pool area.  Plastic containers should be used for refreshments, sun lotion or other articles.

8. Non-swimmers are forbidden in deep water.  All swimmers must be able to swim at least two (2) pool lengths.

9. Smoking is permitted in the pool area, but smokers are asked to show consideration of other members and their guests. 
10. The pool staff is responsible for the safe and sanitary operation of the total pool area and the general conduct of members and their guests.  They have complete authority to refuse to admit anyone for health reasons, intoxication, misconduct or other causes. 

11. Service elevators are to be used to and from the pool area. 
12. Management reserves the right to cancel any club membership for any infraction of swim club rules and regulations. In such cases where this extreme action is necessary, the unused portion of the membership fees will not be refunded. 

13. All persons shall always use the pool at their own risk. A Lifeguard will be on duty from Memorial Day until Labor Day.

14. Management will not assume responsibility for loss or damage of personal property.

15. Unauthorized pool usage after hours will result in immediate membership revocation.

16. All persons shall use the pool at their own risk.

MEMBERSHIPS

1. The Dorchester Swim Club is a private facility and is open only to owners, Dorchester residents (named on a fully executed lease or unit settlement sheet) or outside members  sponsored by two residents of The Dorchester. 

2. Non-resident applicants requesting Outside Memberships on the same application must supply proof that both applying parties inhabit the same residency. Proof of residency may include a Driver’s License, a State issued identification card and/or Passport. An applicant must cite two resident sponsors on their application who may be contacted for reference purposes. 
3.  The pool is open free to Dorchester residents Monday – Thursday with a valid pool ID. Only Swim Club Members are permitted use of the pool on Friday, Saturday and Sunday. 

4. All pool users are required to submit a pool application and have their photograph taken before a Pool identification card can be issued. Admittance to the Pool area will not be permitted without a valid Pool Identification card. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that a photograph is taken and application completed and returned to the Management office. Membership photographs can be taken in the Management office Monday through Friday 9:00AM – 5:00PM.
5. Upon completion and submission of an application, an Identification card will be issued within 48 hours of next business day. Replacements for lost IDs will cost $5.00and your key FOB will be programmed for pool usage. Key FOBs are required to gain access to the pool area.

6. Memberships are not transferable and non-refundable.

7. Membership rates will not be prorated at anytime during the pool season.

8. Members and their guests must register each time they enter the pool by signing a log and showing their membership card.

9. Programmed Pool FOBs are only to be used by the person to whom they are assigned. 

GUESTS

1. Monday – Thursday members may not purchase guest passes for Friday, Saturday or Sunday.

2. No Unit owner or resident of The Dorchester may be a guest of a member of the pool.

3. No Unit owner or resident of The Dorchester may purchase a guest pass for themselves.

4. Individuals wishing to bring a guest to the Swim Club must first purchase a Guest Pass from the Front Desk.  Membership cards must be presented at the time of purchase. The charge for a Guest Pass is $15.00 daily for residents and $20.00 per a day for non-resident members. Guest passes must be presented to the Lifeguard at time of entry. Lifeguards and/or pool attendants cannot admit guests without a guest pass.

5. All guests who enter the pool area for any activity are subject to a guest fee.

6. Members are responsible for the behavior of their guests and should acquaint them with the Rules and Regulations of the Swim Club.

7. Guest fees will be charged at full price whether a guest remains for a full day or any portion thereof. 

8.  No guest is permitted to use of the Swim Club more than three (3) times in a season.

9. There is no charge for guests under the age of 5 years old.

PERSONAL HYGIENE

1. People 16 years old and under must be accompanied by an adult 18 years or older, when using the pool facilities. 
2. People in diapers and/or not toilet trained are not permitted in the pool. 

3. Diaper changing must be done in the rest rooms where changing tables and space are provided.

4. Individuals under the age of 12 years may be asked to pass a swimming test given by the lifeguard in order to swim in water over their head.

5. Parents are responsible for the behavior of their children.  Misbehavior by the children will be brought to the attention of the parents and may result in expulsion from the pool.

POOLSIDE RULES

1. Chairs are available on a first-come, first-served basis and may not be reserved in advance.

2. Pool usage requires appropriate bathing attire.  Please maintain the dignity of our building by dressing appropriately when using the public lobby areas.  Members going to and from the swimming pool area are required to wear suitable robes or similar attire over swim suits. Positively no bare feet, shoes must be worn. 

3. No radios, televisions, CD’s or other audio equipment may be played, except with the use of earphones.

4. The safety and comfort of all members is our greatest concern. Running, pushing, dunking, ball playing, horseplay or floats are not permitted. 

5. Pool furniture, towels etc. are not to be used in the creation of games.

6. The main pool doors are to be kept closed at all times. Admittance of the pool area is granted only by presentation of a programmed Key FOB.

FOOD AND REFRESHMENTS

1. Food and drink are permitted in the pool area, but the member and their guests must assume responsibility for clean up after themselves.  Trash must be disposed of in the trash containers provided.

2. No glass of any type is permitted in the pool area.  

3. No cooking of any kind is permitted in or around the pool area.

4. No alcoholic beverages are permitted in the pool area. 
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
