Time and Land Workshops

Demonic power can be accessed through 
many means.

To-
day there is a huge number of people do-
ing pilgrimages to anointed land.  This is 
certainly commendable, but we shouldn’t 
have to wait until there is an event to ex-
perience that synergy.  

We can and should know how to cleanse 
land and time in such a way as to hugely 
enhance our own spiritual pilgrimage wher-
ever we are.

In circles of social entrepreneurs it is a 
badge of honor to be called “unreasonable.”  
Of course it is impossible to change the 
world.  Of course it is ludicrous to expect 
to do it without credentials and resources.  
Of course it is preposterous to imagine the 
powers that be ever tolerating their world 
being turned topsy turvy on the way to be-
ing made better. 

That is precisely why it takes a so-
cial entrepreneur to do it.  They are a 
breed apart!

The book, “The Power of Unreasonable 
People” by Elkington and Hartigan is one 
of the classics on the modern social entre-
preneur.  In their preface they list quite a 
number of ways in which the social entre-
preneur is unreasonable, ending with the 
simple line, social entrepreneurs “…are 
unreasonable because they are…well, un-
reasonable.”

These are the people who will be at the 
June Starting Right conferences.

For some, the idea is crystal clear, thor-
oughly outlined, and precise in every de-
tail.  For others there is simply a vague 
sense that they belong in the fray in a par-
ticular sector of society.

Some have huge leadership credentials and 
others are extraordinary primarily for their 
ordinariness.

Some 
have succeeded well in the traditional mar-
ketplace, others have never gotten their 
footing in the nine to five rat race.  

None of those things matter.  The race 
does not go to the mighty, or educated, or 
skilled or clever.  It goes to the tenacious. 

Elkington’s book profiles quite a number of 
ordinary people who should not have made 
any kind of impact in their culture, except 
for the fact that they had an idea that 
wouldn’t die. They were unreasonable. 

So we welcome to Oklahoma City and Min-
neapolis you bruised, scarred, weary, un-
reasonable people who refuse to lay down 
your idea for change.  Your tenacity is your 
most important credential. 

People are coming from Europe, Africa, 
North and South America and Australia.  
They bring wildly different ideas and skill 
sets.  The only common denominator is 
that they are all wonderfully unreasonable. 
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
