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Bar Manager/Shadow Bar Manager

1. Ensure stocks of local and import beers /wines / soft drinks & spirits are maintained and order as necessary. 
2. Monitor selling prices of all bar stocks, so as not to sell at a loss.

3. Control working hours of bar staff and recruit extra staff when the need arises.

4. Introduce new beers wines and spirits to the bar and cancel orders brands which don’t sell.

5. Maintain good stocks of drinking glasses behind the bar.

6. Ensure the bar staff are maintaining a good level of hygiene and cleanliness behind the bar.

7. When outside events are planned i.e. BBQ, the bar manager will estimate the amount of refreshments required and liaise with the relevant suppliers to get them delivered to the site. For club theme events he /she will try to source refreshments to compliment the event i.e. Mexican night Margarita’s etc

8. Assist behind the bar when the need arises.

9. Deal with any problems/complaints members may have relating to the bar.

Club Secretary & Courier Editor

1. To produce a newsletter with forthcoming events at the GFRA.
2. To produce stories about events in connection with the GFRA 
3. To keep all club members informed by various medians about things to do and places of interest within the surround areas.
4. To send out emails about events concerning various local businesses who sponsor the club.
5. To photograph and produce images for the weekly newsletter.
