Closely following the text, this course will assist individuals in using instructional 

techniques in phonemic awareness, phonics, reading, and spelling applica-

tions based on multi-sensory approaches, especially the Lindamood Phoneme 

Sequencing©* (LiPS) program. These techniques help individuals who struggle 

with spelling and reading tasks, and, in special cases, with speech sounds and 

language processing.  Used preventively, it simplifi es and enhances reading and 

spelling acquisition for the general classroom population.

Course Objectives: 

•  Identify and articulate the English speech sounds and categorize these sounds 

    according to how they are produced.

•  Demonstrate improved phonemic awareness and phonetic analysis.

•  Analyze and describe how multi-sensory instructional approaches, such as the 

    Lindamood Phoneme Sequencing Program©*, stimulate phonemic awareness 

    and reading and spelling abilities.

•  Design reading and spelling tasks appropriate for students at various levels of 

    diffi culty—isolated sounds, simple, complex, and multi-syllable levels.

•  Employ Socratic questioning techniques, using choices and contrasts rather 

    than telling, to help students learn to process information (such as perceiving 

    sounds within words).

•  Analyze student responses and respond to them with clear language and direct, 

    effective feedback.

•  Question the student directly to help the student experience 

    motor feedback for him/herself.
