About the Millennium Development Goals

The Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) were established in 2000 by the UN, the World Bank Group and 189 governments as a set of eight measurable, achievable objectives aimed at reducing human suffering and poverty by 2015.  The Episcopal Church has adopted the MDGs as a common-sense framework for combating global poverty, and is working for their achievement.

The Millennium Development Goals

1. Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger – specifically cut in half the number of people living on less than $1 a day
2. Achieve universal primary education

3. Promote gender equality and empower women

4. Reduce child mortality by 2/3
5. Improve the health of mothers and reduce by ¾ the maternal mortality rate
6. Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases – Halt and begin to reverse the spread of these diseases
7. Ensure environmental sustainability 

8. Develop a global partnership for development
