
Fast Facts on Global Poverty





Tanzania has 2.5 million AIDS orphans, who are among the more than 12 million AIDS orphans in sub-Saharan Africa as a whole.


120 million children in the developing world are not in school.  70% are girls.


Research shows that a basic primary education dramatically reduces children’s vulnerability, raises their ultimate earning potential and improves their ability to care for themselves and their families. 


Better education also strengthens social institutions and improves democratic processes.


A child dies every three seconds in the developing world from preventable, poverty-related causes – that’s 300 during the average Sunday sermon, 30,000 a day.  


1.1 billion live on less than $1 a day (in real, U.S. terms).  840 million are hungry.


One in six people worldwide has no access to clean water for drinking, cooking or washing. 


Forty-two million are infected with HIV/AIDS.


500,000 women die each year from complications of pregnancy and childbirth.
