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PT 24/7:  Prayer Objectives Week of September 19-25, 2010

WORD FOR THE WEEK:  
Scripture:  “So they went out and proclaimed that people should repent. And they cast out demons and anointed with oil many who were sick and healed them.” Mark 6:12, 13

Meditation:  “Where did this man get these things?  What is the wisdom given to him? How are such mighty works done by His hands? Is this not the carpenter, the son of Mary…?”  Mark 6: 2b-3a

Prayer:  Lord Jesus, You were without honor in your own town and among your relatives. It limited You from healing and helping those You knew & loved. Help us endure hardness as good soldiers as we press into this hour & watch and pray with You.” Amen.

1.  Revitalize Thurston County’s Spiritual Climate
We have all heard that Washington is known as one of the least churched states in the nation, but did you know that 25% of the population represent themselves as atheists?  So that may be true of Thurston County as well.  Let us fervently pray that the darkness in this region will be transformed by the Light of God’s Son. 

-“The people which sat in darkness saw great light; and to them which sat in the region and shadow of death, light is sprung up.”  (Matt. 4:16) 
2.   Pastors and Churches in Thurston County

Pray for the pastors of Bible-believing churches in our county that they will be mightily strengthened by the Holy Spirit for the work they are called to do.  That there will be new church plants in Thurston County due to increased church attendance.  That there will be an infusion of love and brotherly kindness in all the congregations.  That pastors will have an increase of anointing upon them as they preach the whole Word.  

- “[We] cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in our prayers.  That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him.”  (Eph. 1:16 & 17)
3.   Repossess Youth Event - TESC

This is the last week to pray about “Repossess,” a gathering of high school youth from Thurston County and environs, that will be held on Saturday, September 25, 2010, from 7-10 PM on the campus at The Evergreen State College.  Pastor Mark Driscoll, Mars Hill Church in Seattle, will be sharing his heart and passion for Haiti and God’s Kingdom.  “Repossess” exists to create a generation of young people actively pursuing a life that is “repossessed” by their Creator.
- Pray that God will move sovereignly and mightily in the hearts of the youth in this area while attending this event and that many will come to know Christ.  Pray that God will anoint the musicians and the speakers, and that the hearts of the youth will be touched in a powerful way.  Pray that many TESC students will attend and be converted to Christ.  Pray for the stamina of the youth pastors hosting the event and that no technical difficulties will interrupt. 
-“But God, who is rich in mercy, for His great love wherewith He loved us, even when we were dead in sins, has quickened us together in Christ (by grace you are saved).” (Eph. 2:4 & 5) 
4. Choose Life
The Washington State Board of Pharmacy is holding hearings on September 17 and 29 to determine whether to change the current rules in order to allow a “facilitated right of referral” in place of the requirement to dispense all drugs without objection—including the ones associated with the taking of human life.  
-Pray that the right of referral will be approved.  This ruling has nationwide implications.  
 “I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing:  therefore choose life that both you and your seed may live.” (Deut. 30:19)
5.  November Elections
Continue to pray for the upcoming elections on November 2.  This is a critical election in that U.S. voters will elect one third of the U.S. Senate, all members of the U.S. House of Representatives, and many state and local officials.  (While the focus of PT 24/7 is Thurston County, we acknowledge the need to pray about this election on the national level as well.) 

-We pray that Christians will vote and pray that godly candidates will have strength for this battle, the resources that they need—both financially and from people, integrity to stand strong when insulted and lied about, uncanny wisdom from above to speak clearly with vision and hope.
“But God is the Judge: He puts down one, and exalts another.”  Ps. 75:7.

6. Homelessness / Unplanned Pregnancies / Abortion Rate
Pray for the Christian organizations that feed and house the homeless in our communities such as the Salvation Army and the Union Gospel Mission.  Pray for CareNet as they counsel and assist young, pregnant women.  Pray for the abortion rate to go down in this county—currently 18.7% abortions to live births, which is the 5th highest county in the state.  (This is down from being the 3rd highest county prior to 2008, so the trend is right but must continue.)
