Continually help them cooperate with Your Holy Spirit in diagnosing and treating patients. We pray that our medical centers, hospitals and medical offices would be the best in the state.  Praise Him for the hospitals and staff that help facilitate healing in our community:  St. Peters and Capitol Medical Center and other facilities. Praise Him for those serving in the community at Union Gospel Mission – providing free dental and other vital care.

· Food Banks.   Praise the Lord for the food banks at the various churches and in our community, who are serving Christ in ministering to the basic needs of families and individuals. Pray the Lord continues to provide the bounty and supplies they need to provide to others. Continued Praise: City Gates Food Bank serves with prayer delivering the food baskets to families and individuals and then prays with each recipient over their needs.  Pray that those who are receiving these resources will come to know the “Bread of Life” and will become strong and able to serve others.  Also pray the ‘City Lights’ ministry will flourish as people become aware of street ministry downtown on Thursday nights.

City Government Prayer Focus: 
· Pray that city and town government leaders throughout Thurston County will begin to know that God is good and He does only good and that He works all things for good to those who seek Him and obey Him.   Everything He created, He declared “good”.  Pray that His goodness will envelope our cities and towns and drive out the misery resulting from sin.    
· City of Olympia:  Pray for the general election in November that the candidate “who is on the Lord’s side” will be elected as mayor.  Praise Him for the focus among city leaders who want to see downtown Olympia restored and revitalized.   Pray that they will make wise decisions and that God can bring “health and cure” to the downtown core.   Pray that they will work more cooperatively with faith-based ministries.
· City of Lacey.  Pray for the council positions that will be voted on in November and again that the candidates who are on the Lord’s side will be elected.   Pray for God’s people to support godly candidates.

EDUCATION – “Who is the King of Glory? The Lord strong and mighty, the Lord mighty in battle.”  Psalm 24:8

 Place of repentance:  We have allowed the ‘little ones’ to be subject to all manner of corruption through the public system of education we permit.  We say, “The battle is the Lord’s” – yet this can ‘feel’ too hard - -given the political battle ground our schools have become.  Ask the Lord to show you what to do to protect/help children you know… concerning issues too confusing for them.
· Public Schools, Teachers and Administrators.  Declare - “nothing is impossible with God.”  He alone can cleanse our public schools – affirm:  “where sin abounds, grace abounds” –and, He is all powerful to do just that, but He uses our hands, feet, prayers and influence.  Continue to pray for strategies; a release of those who can make a difference - as to how to act with greater understanding and authority to overcome the wicked thinking and instruction that has invaded the curriculum – impacting young people’s social choices. Pray for the Christians in public schools; that their influence increases.  Pray for the children in our public schools to discern truth and error and resist evil. Pray their parents become personally involved in their education - so children can be focused on learning and achieve their best.

· Christian Schools, Teachers and Administrators, Homeschoolers:  Praise God for a standard lifted through these educational provisions in our county.  Pray Christian parents can find a way to provide for their children to be part of a Christian based education, or home school – so children are prepared to live as strong Christians in a dangerous world. Pray administrators and teachers are true to Him and inspired by the Holy Spirit as they impart knowledge; that they stay faithful and up to speed with our evolving technologies and information. 
· Continue to praise and pray for TESC, St. Martin’s and South Sound Community College and those students open to learning about the saving power of the Most High God through His Son, Jesus Christ, and His faithful servants in Thurston County.  
· Another reminder: The Evergreen State College has an event called, “Talk Time,” where anyone can come to the campus on Mondays from 4-5 in the 4th floor of Seminar 1 Building and informally converse with international students to help them practice English.  The students are from at least 25 different countries and at various levels of English.  You are free to make friends and talk about any subject you want, invite them to your homes and church. 
MEDIA/COMMUNICATIONS/ARTS/ENTERTAINMENT – “Lift up your heads, O gates, and lift them up, O ancient doors…” Psalm 24:9a
-“Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust and not be afraid: for the Lord JEHOVAH is my strength and my song; He also has become my salvation. With joy you will draw water out of the wells of salvation.” Isaiah 12:2,3 
· Church Worship.  Be blessed, children of the King; for He is our strength and our song! He seeks those who worship Him in “spirit and in truth” and we are privileged to stand with others to give Him the glory due His Name!  Thank the Lord for gifted worship leaders and singers in our community, for technical experts and for Christian music, writers and producers.  May God increase our desire to continually worship and praise Him – as we lift our heads as His redemption draws near! Open our eyes, Lord, to Your greatness and power, open our ears, Lord, to Your voice.  Release us to Your heavenly praise through music inspired by the Holy Spirit, as we “enter Your gates with thanksgiving and Your courts with praise!”   May we see You, JESUS! Amen.

· Secular Media. Pray for a decline of influence/resources in the media empires that are bent on destroying our Christian culture and heritage through daily assaults in newspapers, television, magazines, etc. which continue to lead many to perdition. “Keep us from temptation and deliver us from evil.”  Pray Christians would turn away from corrupt communications and find other resources that are pure and of good report.  Praise Him for the increase in Christian resources that are available; pray we all choose LIFE!

BUSINESS/EMPLOYMENT – “That the King of Glory may come in…” Psalm 24:9b

· New Businesses.  Praise Him for new businesses in our area that are wholesome and good and bring benefit to the community, such as the new pizza parlor and deli that are starting up in downtown Olympia.  Pray for their continuance.  
· Unemployment.  Continue to pray for jobs for those who are seeking the Lord and His righteousness so that “all these things” can be added unto them and their families.  Pray for resources to arrive in unexpected ways so they will know the “gift” came from the Father of Lights and Love specifically to them.  Pray for those in serious financial difficulty to see a path before them to recovery and restoration.   Praise Him that He can turn bitter waters to sweet.

· Pray regarding the Palestinian bid for the Security Council to accept them on September 20th as a full member of the United Nations, a move that would defy the U.S. threat to veto their statehood bid. 
· Pray the nations and their rulers to know God’s covenant to Israel - “His covenant that He commanded for a thousand generations…which He made with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob saying, ‘to you will I give the land of Canaan as your portion for an inheritance.’”( I Chron. 16:14-18)
· Pray that no “unilateral declaration of a Palestinian state: be brought to the United Nations without Jewish participation that includes a full voice in the decisions. 
· Pray Prime Minister Netanyahu stands firmly in the strength of the Lord against forces seeking to delegitimize and destroy Israel.
· Pray the President and Cabinet, Congress and the American people stand with Israel. Especially pray for Rep. Ilena Ros-Lehtinen, chairwoman of the House Foreign Relations Committee, as she is calling for the U.S. to withhold aid to the Palestinians unless they drop attempts to get the world body to recognize an independent Palestinian state - a move that both Washington and Israel opposes.  She also wants to persuade the U.N. to refrain from recognizing an independent Palestinian state if the Palestinians ask. She is pushing a plan to withhold or slash U.S. money earmarked for the world body. And she held a hearing Wednesday to examine the $500 million in annual aid the U.S. provides to the Palestinians.
· Pray for protection of U.S. and coalition forces and IDF forces – as well as civilians during this dangerous time in the Middle East.
· Pray Jerusalem, Israel’s Capital will not be further divided.
· Pray for religious freedom for Messianic believers is Israel; that the gospel will go forth with clarity and with impact opening their eyes to Christ, their Messiah.
· Pray the church understands and embraces Israel as God’s timepiece for the nations and recognize she holds the key for the fulfillment of end time prophecy.
