That they will hear the words of Life being spoken by multiple churches and ministries, and that in hearing they will believe as Crispus, chief ruler of the synagogue, upon hearing Paul’s message “believed on the Lord with all his house”.  
Pray for Christian families to enjoy the outdoors together and to find other creative activities to spend time together joyfully during this darker season; pray that they will be “bonded” closely as a family unit and will welcome others in who need comfort and friendship.  
· Sanctity of Life.  January is the month when Sanctity of Life Sunday is observed in many churches.  Praise Him for those who honor, support and protect human life--sharing in the grief of childless couples and rejoicing over adoptions.  Pray too for the brokenhearted who yet grieve over past abortions that they will be comforted and helped to find Christ’s love, forgiveness and redemption. · Food Banks. Praise God for the many families blessed by the diligent work of the volunteers at the food banks in our churches and community.  Continue to pray for them as the needs will continue during the winter months.  Pray the Lord continues to supply the true needs people have. Pray specifically for Salvation Army, City Gates Ministry, Union Gospel Mission and all churches with pantry ministries.   
PRAISE:  In early December, an individual gave one of the pastors in a local church a $5,000 check for the church food bank.  Many gave sacrificially for others this season; the Lord sees and will reward you accordingly.
· ONGOING:  Dementia/ Alzheimer’s - - Praise the Lord for all caregivers who tend to those who suffer from Dementia/Alzheimer’s and other debilitating, long-term illnesses, injuries and diseases. Pray for group homes and other facilities that serve the needs of those who are difficult to care for.  Praise God for family members who are proactive and continue to provide hope and care for those fighting degenerative diseases – and also for those involved of caring for those who are infirm due to old age – whether in care facilities, or in their homes.  Pray churches will find openings into nursing homes to minister to these often-forgotten ones.  Praise God for those who visit and help, encourage,  provide and bless those in these areas.
· ONGOING Health - Praise: with God “nothing is impossible – pray the budget cuts for health care will not leave the most vulnerable without any resources – especially the poor and children. CONTINUE TO PRAISE: for the new free medical clinic has been developed and the volunteer doctors who are seeing patients on Wednesday nights in the Family Support Center downtown. This is more of an urgent care clinic, and works in concert with other agencies and services, including OUGM’s (Olympia Union Gospel Mission) clinic for chronic problems.  Pray all real needs will be appropriately met:  supplies, volunteers, and staff refreshed.

· Godly 2012 Candidates.  Pray for God’s will in selecting candidates who will engage in the many races upcoming in this state from the Governor on down to the local level.   That Washington state will elect a righteous, godly Governor, and that many Christians will be elected throughout this state. Pray that Christians will be in unity in this election.  Pray for discernment and understanding that we will know who those candidates are.  Pray that Christians will vote!!
· State Agencies.  Major cuts continue in the areas of our parks and correctional facilities/institutions with other areas to be impacted in the months ahead.  Continue to pray for wisdom for decision-makers and for “righteous decrees” to come forth.
