Pray all congregations in our community would experience thankful hearts and over flowing grace to worship during this season of Thanksgiving.  Give thanks individually and as families, for our godly heritage; take time to share our spiritual history with others. Ask those you know what they are most thankful for - and how you can pray for them.  
· Young Adults.   Pray for the young adult age group who are either in college or have graduated from college, and/or who have started their careers.   There is considerable pressure on them to accomplish much and often church and ministry fall by the wayside.  Pray mature Christians will encourage them during this season of transition to prioritize their lives according to God’s plan for them.
FAMILIES/SOCIAL SERVICES/HEALTH – “Do not seek revenge or bear a grudge against anyone among your people, but love your neighbor as yourself.  I am the Lord.”  Lev. 18:18

· Families. As we enter the holiday season, tensions in homes rise. Expectations often exceed realities and both children and parents suffer as a result.  This year, with a struggling economy, pray parents find creative ways to celebrate Thanksgiving and Christmas and bring richness to these times together as God is exalted and Christ is seen afresh as the Hope of the world.  Pray for those in homes who know not God and are in bondage to false gods, that God will bring them to the ‘knowledge of the truth” so they can be delivered from the snare of Satan, who has “taken them captive to do his will.” Pray some will find that churches offer an alternate way to celebrate that releases them, and their children, from material solutions to emotional issues.  Pray for those who are truly orphans, in our foster system – for release into safe and godly homes.  Pray churches are able to meet the needs of those coming who are truly widows and orphans and find solutions to the issues these bring into our midst.  Praise God we have been able - as a church community - to give extravagantly to those in need.

· Food Banks. CONTINUE TO PRAY for the food banks at the various churches and in our community, who are serving Christ in ministering to the basic needs of families and individuals.  Pray the Lord continues to supply the true needs people have - especially as the holidays are approaching. Pray specifically for Salvation Army, City Gates Ministry and Union Gospel Mission and all churches with pantry ministries.  
· Praise Report: Transformational Leader for this sphere: “One of the men ministry team helpers began to share hurts and pains in his life and marriage.  As he prayed for others, the pain in his heart about his family continued to nag him so he poured out his pain to me.  As I listened for ways to encourage him, all I could do was place my hand on his heart and begin to pray for healing, wisdom, and the counsel of the Lord upon him.  As I ended my prayer a smile came to his face.  He thought he came to the street to minister to others but was thankful that he had been ministered to.”
· ONGOING:  Dementia/ Alzheimer’s - - Praise the Lord for all caregivers who tend to those who suffer from Dementia/Alzheimer’s and other debilitating, long-term diseases. Pray for group homes and other facilities that serve the needs of those who are difficult to care for.  Praise God for family members who are proactive and continue to provide hope and care for those fighting degenerative diseases – and also for those involved of caring for those who are infirm because of old age – whether in care facilities, or in their homes.  Pray churches will find openings into nursing homes to minister to these often-forgotten ones.  Pray for renewal of strength; grace to endure.
· Praise Report: A young girl had suicidal thoughts and tendencies to hurt herself.  She entered a 21 day fast and is now determined to push on with God in her life.

· ONGOING Health -  Praise: with God “nothing is impossible – pray the budget cuts for health care will not leave the most vulnerable without any resources - especially  the poor and children. CONTINUE TO PRAISE: for the new free medical clinic has been developed and volunteer doctors are seeing patients on Wednesday nights in the Family Support Center downtown. This is more of an urgent care clinic, and works in concert with other agencies and services, including OUGM’s (Olympia Union Gospel Mission) clinic for chronic problems.  Pray all real needs will be appropriately met:  supplies, volunteers, and staff refreshed as they begin a busy season.

Pray abortion decreases in our county and adoption increases. From Family Research Council:  November is National Adoption Month.  Ryan Bomberger of The Radiance Foundation shared the spiritual dimensions of adoption with FRC – frcaction.org -the eugenics resistance toward it and the unleashing of purpose that results from adoption.  Ryan has a unique perspective on life – as his biological mother was raped yet chose to give him life.  He was adopted and grew up in a loving multi-racial Christian family. As an Emmy Award-winning Creative Professional he has made unexpected impact in the pro-life movement with TooManyAborted.com billboard /web campaigns educating the public about the problem of abortion in the black community. PRAISE THE LORD for this young man and for the mother who chose life for him! 
PRAY other young people in our community - would be released to use the media and other venues to educate a new generation to value and chose life.  Praise the Lord for His mercy and faithfulness for a generation that seeks Him!
Praise Report:  Thank the Lord for the responsive love of His people for City Gates and Care Net fundraisers! Thank you Thurston county for your outstanding continued support!  Needs are being met and lives are being changed.  Pray finances involved in these and other support ministries in this sphere - continue to expand our ability to meet the opportunities and needs we have on our streets.   
   GOVERNMENT  -

     STATE GOVERNMENT –

· Legislature-Special Session.   The Legislature will be convening a Special Session on November 28.  Pray Proverbs 21:1 over them that the legislators’ hearts will be turned by the Lord; He alone can lead them to sound, feasible, economic solutions.  The proud He knows afar off, so pray that they will submit themselves to God’s wisdom. THIS NEXT BUDGET SESSION:  Pray wicked counselors will not prevail.  Pray the ‘Mordecai’s’ will be acknowledged and the Haman’s discredited and silenced.”  Lord, arise and triumph over plans that are not Your plans and ways that are not Your ways.  Amen.
From transformation team:  “The special session to deal with the state budget shortfall begins Monday the 28th. Pray for the key legislators who chair the committees that have come up with solutions to the budget problem.  Pray specifically for Senators Murray (D), Chairman Zarelli (R) Ranking Minority Member, Representative Hunter (D), Chairman, Representative Alexander (R) Ranking minority Member.  They will be under extreme pressure as they evaluate the vast array of recommendations for solutions that will be presented.”

The leader was deeply touched by the invocation given by Rep. Susan Fagen of the 9th district at a recent kick-off breakfast for Rob McKenna. OPPORTUNITY: Daniels House is looking for groups and individuals who would be interested in praying on site at the Capitol during the upcoming legislative sessions.  Full prayer coverage is the goal so that we can see how God may choose to intervene as we humble ourselves and call upon Him about the affairs of state. · State Agencies.  Budget cuts will continue so pray that the areas that should be eliminated will be, and that vital services—from God’s perspective--will be preserved. · Law Enforcement Officers/State Patrol Troopers and Firefighters    Pray for strength, readiness and alertness in all law enforcement & fire fighter agencies so that they can overcome the wickedness and lawlessness they confront each day.  Pray that God will give wisdom about the “tent city” set up by Capitol Lake.  Continue to pray protection over all those who are called to the career of keeping the law and standing for the protection of law-abiding citizens.  Pray that Christian officers will know that He who is within them is greater than he who is in the world.  That God is their protector as they walk into back alleys and other hidden places of darkness. Pray for their supernatural courage - fueled by the Holy Spirit.

From business transformation team: 

“At the end of 2010, Thurston County had about 161,449 people between the ages of 18 & 65.  This group represents by far the majority of the working folks, and with the County’s official unemployment rate of 8.3% it represents nearly 14,000 people out of work (not counting those who are no longer being counted in the employable roles).In 2007 U.S. median household income was about $58,000, and is probably a fair assessment of today’s Thurston County household.  What this means - with 14,000 people  representing about 5,833 households there is likely upwards of $338 million in lost sales to area businesses.  Out of approximately $5 billion in normal annual sales this signifies about a 7% decline in spending with certain hit harder than others.  

Bottom Line:  Each incremental drop in businesses hurt by this decline equals more people out of work.  Businesses find it hard to find good people and when forced to let them go – it is personal and professional; everyone suffers. PRAY not just for restoration of jobs for our citizenry, but for the bigger reason businesses would hire them – increased economic activity. Perhaps too there are companies who would consider coming here if given favorable tax reasons to do so.  Please pray for the creativity of our political leadership to see things as they can be and to distance themselves from old ways that don’t work for employers.”

· Christian Business Owners.  Thank Him for the Christian businesses in our area whose owners are seeking to honor God and conduct business with integrity as unto the Lord.  Pray that each will continue to walk in the ways of the Lord and not be distracted or tempted by “easy fixes” that are not from the Lord.  Pray for them to have wisdom to know what the Lord would have them to do--whether to expand, to change direction, or to stay the course.  Pray for innovative ideas to keep them solvent.

The continued escalation of violent terror attacks on civilians underline the severe threats Israel lives with daily.  They have mere seconds to get into bomb shelters when an attack alert is sounded. The toll this takes in the lives of the population, physically, mentally, emotionally, is great.”

-Pray for God’s provision for a way of escape for Jews that are targeted for death in Muslim countries; may they be rescued. Pray for those laying down their lives for the sake of the Gospel.
-Pray for God’s provision for impoverished Jews, especially children and elderly.

-Pray Israel can get its anti-missile system – ‘the Dome’ – operational sooner than the projected two years – as Hezbollah has vowed it will continue striking small towns and villages along the border Israel shares with Lebanon.  The Syrians and Iranians have stock piled missiles capable of reaching deep into Israel: “next time we will begin with Tel Aviv.”
