     Jesus Messiah; Great High Priest, Judge and King of all the earth. 
WORD FOR THE WEEKS:  O clap your hands, all peoples; shout to God with the voice of joy.  For the Lord Most High is to be feared, a great King over all the earth. He subdues nations under us, and nations under our feet.  He chooses our inheritance for us, the glory of Jacob whom He loves.”  Psalm 47:1-4
Meditation:  Psalm 47 is read 7 times in Jewish tradition before the blowing of the Shofar on Rosh Hashanah, New Year’s Day, 5772 - on the Jewish calendar.  This begins a ten-day period known as the “days of awe.” Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur are holy days of remembrance and penitence.  When we accepted Christ as our atonement, our names were written in the Book of Life and our sins removed “as far as the east is from the west.”   However, we must be mindful, aware in this season - for God to keep our hearts humble/pure; ready for Christ. These feasts have great prophetic implications for us – as well as the Jews and Israel.  Take time with the Lord; research the fall feasts of Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, and Feast of Tabernacles.  All fall between September 29 and October 19. (Num. 29:1-6, Heb. 7:22-28)
Prayer:  JESUS Messiah -Enlighten Your Body on earth to the glory You have prepared for us in heaven through these fall feasts.  Great High Priest, we praise You for Your atoning sacrifice and prayers.  Grant us reverential fear of You, Judge and King.  Have mercy on us, for we are sinners in need of Your mercy.  Grant us humble hearts to seek Your face afresh in this season of awe, remembrance, and repentance.  Amen.

	CHURCHES AND PASTORS – “God has ascended with a shout, the Lord with the sound of a trumpet.”  Psalm 47:5

Pastors.   Pray for pastors to be refreshed and alert to the times and seasons these fall feasts portend. Pray they find deep peace as they teach, preach and counsel others in times of distress. Pray they continue to draw on the Lord’s strength and not their own – waiting  on and for Him - so they can “renew their strength and mount up with wings as eagles, run and not be weary, walk and not faint” - while providing a virtuous example for the people they shepherd.

· Pray Pastors, Elders and ministry leaders will remember the “battle is the Lord’s” and He will give the enemy into their hands.  Pray for their families and all the churches in our community, anointing and perfection, through blessing, and, as they experience - “the sufferings of this present time” – strength and fortitude.  May they not stumble or fall. Grant Your angels charge over them.  Amen.
· Congregations.  Pray the congregations in Thurston County would experience the gift of repentance and awe, revival and the reverent fear of the Lord, who is their strength, song, and shield. Pray for a deeper desire to know God and make Him known in our community. Grant them obedience as they are instructed in the way they should go – so HIS GLORY would be their continuing goal and desire.
· Pray for Repossess – students coming together on October 2nd and October 9th – that many will come to a saving knowledge of the Lord and “grow in grace and the knowledge of the Lord.”  Pray the leaders, youth pastors, parents, coordinators, and musicians – all would provide “grace and help” as students see their need for the Lord.  Pray many churches would experience increase as a result - and young people would be discipled to follow on to know the Lord in their lives to the greater glory of God.

· Food Banks.  Continuing Prayer and Praise to the Lord our Provider - for the food banks at the various churches and in our community, who are serving Christ in ministering to the basic needs of families and individuals. Pray the Lord continues to provide the bounty and supplies they need to provide to others, especially as the holidays are approaching. Pray specifically for Salvation Army, City Gates Ministry and Union Gospel Mission.
· Dementia/ Alzheimer’s - ONGOING - Praise the Lord for all caregivers who tend to those who suffer from Dementia/Alzheimer’s. Pray for all caregivers.  Pray for group homes and other facilities – as well as those researching and searching for a cure. Praise God for family members who are proactive and continue to provide hope for those fighting these degenerative diseases.  Pray for wisdom and God’s leading in each situation.
· Homelessness.  ONGOING: Pray for the new intake center, scheduled to open on October 3rd - info: www.theolympian,com/soughtsound - under ‘Homeless-intake center set of Olympia.’  Pray God will give discretion and discernment & HIS PEACE to Christians who are involved and working with the homeless.
· Abortion/40 Days for Life.  Pray for the 40 Days for Life campaign covering the period September 28 – November 6th  as they seek to end abortion in our land.  Bless those who are standing firm in Olympia as part of this national campaign.  40 Days for Life is a community-based campaign that draws attention to the evil of abortion through the use of prayer and fasting, constant vigil and community outreach. 40 Days for Life takes a determined, peaceful approach to showing local communities the consequences of abortion in their own neighborhoods, for their own friends and families. It puts into action a desire to cooperate with God in the carrying out of His plan to end of abortion in America. The 40-day campaign tracks Biblical history, where God used 40-day periods to transform individuals, communities ... and the entire world. From Noah in the flood to Moses on the mountain to the disciples after Christ's resurrection, it is clear that God sees the transformative value of His people accepting and meeting a 40-day challenge.  Pray for Healing Hearts ministry - dealing with woman in the aftermath of abortion - and Care Net Pregnancy Center, which counsels and helps women who are pregnant. 
GOVERNMENT: 
STATE GOVERNMENT – “God reigns over the nations; God sits on His holy throne.” Psalm 47:8
· Pray over the Governor and the Legislature. The Governor has called a Special Session for November 28.  Pray that the Legislators will have great wisdom and patience as they have to make adjustments to state spending.  The only way to address this large a shortfall is to cut employees and services.  The solutions will be tough, requiring many to be laid off and added to the unemployed ranks and there will be less money for the social services.  Pray that they can reconcile the budget issues quickly and without rancor, prolonged debate, or partisanship. Pray for all the Legislators and their families and legislative staff – ask for wisdom from above and God will grant it.  “According to the Congressional Budget Office, middle class families earning between $34,000 and $50,000 pay 14.3% of their income in federal taxes.  The top 5% paid 27.9% and the top 1% paid 29.5%.  Those with annual incomes above $2 million paid 32%.” 
· Economy.  Pray for the economy to stabilize so accurate projections will be possible for forecasting the future.  

· State Employees.  More state employees will be facing lay-offs. There is already a10% decline in the state workforce.  Pray that managers in state agencies will make wise decisions as they deal with budget cuts and those laid off will find other productive employment.
COUNTY/CITY/TOWN GOVERNMENT:  “The princes of the people have assembled themselves as the people of God of Abraham.  For the shields of the earth belong to God, He is highly exalted.”  Psalm 47: 9
Thurston County Government Prayer Focus: 

· Pray that County leaders will seek the benefit of input by the citizenry as they make decisions about policies and regulations impacting the county.

City Government Prayer Focus: 
-“The Lord’s voice cries unto the city, and the man of wisdom shall see Your name . . .”  Micah 6:9

· Pray that city and town government leaders throughout Thurston County will begin to hear the voice of the Lord calling for repentance, for a turning from ungodliness, and that men and women of wisdom will arise to lead us in the right way and the good paths.   
· City of Olympia:  Pray for the general election in November that the candidate “who is on the Lord’s side” will be elected as mayor.  Praise Him for the focus among city leaders who want to see downtown Olympia restored and revitalized.   Pray that they will make wise decisions and that God can bring “health and cure” to the downtown core.   Pray that they will work more cooperatively with faith-based ministries.
· City of Lacey.  Pray for the council positions that will be voted on in November and again that the candidates who are on the Lord’s side will be elected.   Pray for God’s people to support godly candidates. 

LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES/MILITARY – “And the heavens declare His righteousness, for God Himself is judge.” Psalm 50:6
· Law Enforcement Officers/State Patrol Troopers.    Continue to pray over all those who keep us within the law, as law abiding free citizens - able to do evil or good.  Pray that those who choose evil will be retrained and revealed before they can perpetuate evil.  Pray over families with domestic violence or mental health issues which are often fueled by drugs, immorality or alcohol – putting our law enforcement officers at greater risk.

· Pray for the military personnel who are serving both at home and abroad.  Pray for them to be armed with morality and truth, righteousness, peace, faith, salvation, the sword of the Spirit, praying in the Spirit.   
· Pray for God to intervene for Master Sergeant Travis Hinson who is having back problems that seem to be getting progressively worse.  Medication has become ineffective and he is having trouble sleeping.  The neurosurgeon is talking surgery – pray for God’s solution.

EDUCATION –
· Public Schools, Teachers, and Administrators.  Declare - “nothing is impossible with God.”    Pray for the children in our public schools to discern truth and error and resist evil. Pray their parents become personally involved in their education - so children can be focused on learning and achieve their best. Pray Christian educators can honor God and their consciences and not have to teach and support social issues contrary to the Word of God.  Pray they can put the best interest of the children ahead of material gains.

· Christian Schools, ONGOING: Teachers and Administrators, Homeschoolers:  Praise God for a standard lifted through these educational provisions in our county.  Pray Christian parents can find a way to provide for their children to be part of a Christian based education, or home school – so children are prepared to live as strong Christians in a dangerous world. Pray administrators and teachers are true to Him and inspired by the Holy Spirit as they impart knowledge; that they stay faithful and up to speed with our evolving technologies and information.   Pray for more students to be enrolled in the Christian schools and that their budgets will stretch to more than meet their needs.  
· PRAISE:  For the article in the 9/19 Olympian about Northwest Christian High School science teacher Norman Nielsen who has been named regional Outstanding Teacher of the Year by the American Chemical Society.  He is also a finalist for the organization’s James Bryant Conant Award in High School Chemistry Teaching.   We praise God for the excellence of this teacher and the good press for the school. 
· Colleges/Universities.  Pray for TESC, St. Martin’s and South Sound Community College, for teachers and those students open to learning about the saving power of the Most High God through His Son, Jesus Christ, and His faithful servants in Thurston County. CRY OUT FOR MERCY AND SALVATION to come to our college campuses.  Pray for the Christian staff who work on the campuses to be excellent in all their work. 
MEDIA/COMMUNICATIONS/ARTS/ENTERTAINMENT – “For we are the true circumcision, who worship in the Spirit of God and glory in Christ Jesus and put no confidence in the flesh.”  Philippians 3:3
· Church Worship. Glory to the Lamb!  May our worship bring us to a place of reverence, awe and the deep impacting understanding that Christ is listening!  May we worship sincerely, honoring the Lamb of God who took the sins of the world upon Himself.

· Secular Media. Pray Christians would turn away from corrupt communications and find other resources that are pure and of good report. Ask the Lord to free men/woman from the bondage that comes through sexual immorality leading to temptation, leading to deception – that is often portrayed in media. CRY OUT as this sin leads to divorce, broken children and lives of denial and self-delusion; worship of false gods.

BUSINESS/EMPLOYMENT - “Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen; for by it men of old gained approval.”  Hebrews 11:1,2
· Christian Business Owners.  Pray that Christian and secular business owners will not lose heart and be able to keep their doors open and their businesses productive in our community
· New Businesses.  Praise Him for new businesses in our area that are wholesome, good and bring benefit to the community.  Pray more business opportunities will begin to take root; and businesses that are not beneficial to our county would not prosper. 
· Unemployment. PRAY FOR MORE JOB OPPORTUNITIES TO BE RELEASED INTO OUR COUNTY AND STATE.  Pray the onerous taxation and regulation of businesses would decrease, not increase.

ISRAEL –

- "And the LORD said unto Abram . . . Lift up your eyes, and look from the place where you are north, and south, east, and west, for all the land which you see, will I give to you and to your seed forever.”  Genesis 13:14-1 
-“Thus saith the Lord of hosts:  Behold, I will save My people from the east country and from the west country; and I will bring them, and they shall dwell in the midst of Jerusalem:  and they shall be My people, and I will be their God, in truth and in righteousness.”  Zechariah 8:7,8
Pray: “for the peace of Jerusalem” and the Middle East nations; God wills that all “come to the knowledge of the truth” and see Him as King of Kings and Lord of Lords.
· Pray for the Jewish people as they come into the season of the fall feasts; that God would open their eyes to the fulfillment of each feast - in the Person of the Lord Jesus Christ; they would see their Messiah. 
· Pray the nations and their rulers to know God’s covenant to Israel - “His covenant that He commanded for a thousand generations…which He made with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob saying, ‘to you will I give the land of Canaan as your portion for an inheritance.’”( I Chron. 16:14-18)

· Pray that no “unilateral declaration of a Palestinian state: be brought to the United Nations without Jewish participation that includes a full voice in the decisions. 
· Pray Prime Minister Netanyahu stands firmly in the strength of the Lord against forces seeking to delegitimize and destroy Israel.
· Pray for religious freedom for Messianic believers is Israel; that the gospel will go forth with clarity.  SHALOM!
ALERT FROM THE JERUSALEM PRAYER TEAM:  Israel faces a two-pronged threat. On the one hand, the UN Security Council will take the Palestinian demand for statehood. There is an incredible amount of negotiating, bargaining, pressuring, and dealing going on to influence the vote. Of more immediate concern is the new Quartet plan, intended to slow the UN process by establishing a firm one year timeline for peace talks between Israel and the Palestinians to be completed.   The plan calls for an agenda to be set within 30 days and a concrete set of proposals to be in place after three months. It is not clear how the Quartet intends to deal with PA President Abbas’ “final answer” that he would never recognize a Jewish state. The plan also calls for Russia, long an enemy of Israel and ally of the Palestinians, to host an international peace conference. 

The Chosen People are largely alone and isolated. Most of their friends have abandoned them—growing weary of the decades-long struggle for survival that Israel has been forced to endure. The pressure being placed on the Prime Minister is almost beyond belief and description. He is being threatened, hounded.    In order to win the battle for Israel’s survival, every child of God must fight this battle in prayer. This is a spirit battle led by Satan himself… and we must fight in JESUS’ NAME.   INTERCESSORS:  please stand in the gap and pray for the peace of Jerusalem.”
