	CHURCHES AND PASTORS – 
“Of His fullness have all we received, and grace for grace.”  John 1:16   “Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed upon us; that we should be called the sons of God.” I John 3:1 

Pastors:  Pray Pastors in our community sense the oneness the Son has with the Father; Christ in them - the hope of glory.  May they find themselves rejoicing in the difficulties of the ministry knowing they will be made “perfect in one” as the church, His body – experiencing personally - and preaching/teaching others in a manner that brings forth an anointing of the fullness of Him who fills all in all. 
“Having …these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.”  2 Cor. 7:1    “Jesus…rising from supper, laid aside his garments and took a towel…and began to wash the disciples feet, and to wipe them with the towel.”   John 13:3-5
· Congregations.  Praise Him for the congregations throughout Thurston County! Pray for love to increase among believers so we can serve one another in love, as Christ served His own disciples.  May we all grow in grace and the knowledge of the Lord; so others know we are truly Christ’s disciples – by our love for each other. 
· Children.  Thank the Lord for congregations filling shoe boxes as part of Samaritan’s Purse’ Operation Christmas Child program.   Pray that there will be an overflowing response of love from families here to the children of the world in Christ’s name.

·  Praise the Lord for His hand on our youth; especially for those who have come to Christ recently.  Pray they will submit themselves to be taught by those who are mature in the faith – those who can come alongside them and ground them in the knowledge and understanding of the Word of God and prayer. Pray for youth pastors/leaders.
FAMILIES/SOCIAL SERVICES/HEALTH –
“The servant is not greater than his Lord; neither is he that is sent greater than he that sent him. If you know these things, happy you are if you do them.”  John 13:3-5

· Families. Pray specifically for parents who seek to model godly lives for their children; that they “faint not” when Satan targets them and their children because of their faith.  Pray for parents who have children that have given their hearts to Christ.  Pray these children can honor their parents in what is right and be a loving witness to the grace of God in their homes, leading their parents to the Cross.  Pray for those in homes who know not God and in bondage to false gods; that God will bring them to the ‘knowledge of the truth” so they can be delivered from the snare of Satan, who has “taken them captive to do his will.”  Pray for those who are truly orphans, in our foster system – for release into safe and godly homes.  Pray for the 18-year olds, who get released from the foster care system and are often left alone and with few resources.
“He must reign, till he has put all enemies under his feet.”  I Corinthians 15:25
· ONGOING: Pray for the new homeless intake center.  Pray God will give discretion and discernment and HIS PEACE to Christians who are involved and working with the homeless and mentally ill. “If God be for us, who can be against us?” Romans 8:31
· PRAISE from Transformation Team Leader for this sphere:  A fifteen year old boy passing through the streets on his way to Montana asked for prayer.  He was shaking, his eyes were full of fear, and his body was alert to his surroundings because he knew he had to protect himself in the street.  He didn’t know anyone.  I placed my hand on his heart and began to pray against the spirit of fear and to speak into his destiny.  I felt his heart slow down and a tear hit my hand.  When I said, “Amen,” he grabbed me, cried in my arms as I held him, and said “Thank you.  Thank you so much.  I feel so much better.”  I cried with him because I could feel that the fear was removed and a smile came on his face.
· Food Banks. Pray for the food banks at the various churches and in our community, who are serving Christ in ministering to the basic needs of families and individuals.  Pray the Lord continues to provide the bounty and supplies they need to provide to others, especially as the holidays are approaching. Pray specifically for Salvation Army, City Gates Ministry and Union Gospel Mission.
· Dementia/ Alzheimer’s - ONGOING - Praise the Lord for all caregivers who tend to those who suffer from Dementia/Alzheimer’s and other debilitating diseases. Pray for healing.  Pray for all caregivers.  Pray for group homes and other facilities that serve the needs of those we may find difficult to care for. Praise God for family members who are proactive and continue to provide hope and care for those fighting these degenerative diseases – and also for those involved of caring for those who are  infirm because of old age – whether in care facilities, or in their homes.  Pray for renewal of strength and help in each situation; that they may endure to the end.
· Health prayer needs:  From Transformational Leader at St. Peter’s: #1 -  the budget cuts for health care, especially for the poor and children, is having a tremendous negative effect, with many people not treating their ongoing problems and waiting until a very bad event forces them into ER care.  #2 – Narcotic-addicted babies have become a regular occurrence in the nursery.  They are treated for withdrawal when detected while mom is in the hospital, but many of them don’t begin to show symptoms until many days of age, and wind up back in the ER in extraordinary distress.  #3 – PRAISE: A new free medical clinic has been developed and volunteer doctors are seeing patients on Wednesday nights in the Family Support Center downtown. This is more of an urgent care clinic, and works in concert with other agencies and services, including OUGM’s (Olympia Union Gospel Mission) clinic for chronic problems. 
· Abortion/40 Days for Life.  Continue to pray for the 40 Days for Life campaign covering the period September 28 – November 6th    Pray for Healing Hearts ministry - dealing with woman in the aftermath of abortion or other life trauma - and Care Net Pregnancy Center, which counsels and helps women who are pregnant.
Praise from transformation team leader regarding a sexual trafficking victim; open and receptive to have contact with her and move towards healing – continue to pray for both of these women.

PRAY FOR: Care Net’s annual banquet on November 8th - Red Lion. Pray for successful fund raising and pledges for both of these important community ministries; as these two fund raisers provide most of the support for them.
   GOVERNMENT  -

· Legislature-Special Session.   Pray for the Legislature that will be convening a Special Session on November 28.  Pray that the economic forecast to be issued just prior to that special session will be accurate.  The past forecasts have understated the real economic condition of our State.  The Legislature must have accurate information to address the needed adjustments to the remaining time in this budget cycle.  
· From Transformation Leader Bob H. - As the session is between Thanksgiving and Christmas – this puts legislators and their families under extreme stress. Pray for great wisdom and patience for the legislators.  Pray for protection and calm for the families left at home during these tension filled days.  The Governor’s plan to correct the $2,000,000,000 dollar shortfall seems to be an across the board 10% reduction of all agencies.  Pray for fair and equitable solutions for the financial problems of our state.
· Voters.  Pray that Christians will be diligent and vote as responsible citizens of this county.

Praise Report from transformational leader – staffer at the Capitol:  Formation of Monday Prayer Lunch for staff there   – praying for a ‘fragrant scent’ to replace the ‘stench of death’ – this, after the “untimely death of Senator While, which “put the fear of God” (which is the “beginning of wisdom”) in the legislators/staff – as they begin the business of solving the budget crisis.  Pray for unity of the staff and a release of those God would call to these Monday prayer meetings.

· Election.  Many positions will be voted on in the general election to be held on November 8, 2011.  Pray that God’s choice for the positions below will be elected amidst our cities, towns, school districts, fire districts, etc.  These are not all issues/positions to be voted on but most.

City of Tumwater – City Council Positions 1,2,3 and 7;

City of Yelm – City Council Positions 1, 2 and 6
School Districts:  

Griffin School District:  Positions 1, 2 and 3;

North Thurston Public Schools:  Positions 1, 4 and 5;

Olympia School District:  Positions 1, 2 and 4;

Rainier School District:  Positions 1,2,3 and 4;

Rochester School District:  Positions 2,3 and 4;

Tenino School District:  Positions 2, 3 and 4;

Tumwater School District:  Positions 2 and 3;

Yelm Community Schools:  Positions 1, 2, 3 and 5.
Several Fire Commissioners in Fire Protection Districts and Fire Authorities.
Continue to Pray that city and town government leaders throughout this County will see the Lord at work – as the One who has “the government is on His shoulders.”   May we, His people, elect godly and righteous leaders.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES/MILITARY – “The God of all grace, who has called us to His eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that you have suffered for a time, make you perfect, establish, strengthen, settle you.  To Him be the glory and dominion for ever and ever.”  I Peter 5:10,11
· Law Enforcement Officers/State Patrol Troopers.    Continue to pray protection over all those who are called to the career of keeping the law and standing for the protection of law-abiding citizens.  Pray that the Christians will sense a wall of fire around them as they face danger, and that God Himself will be the glory in their midst.  That they will be overcomers with testimonies of supernatural protection; that they will be bold and courageous in their spheres of influence.  Pray for their protection with domestic violence issues as these are often fueled by drugs, immorality or alcohol – putting our law enforcement officers at great risk.
· Military.  Pray for moral, physical and intellectual strength for military personnel who are serving both at home and abroad.  Pray for them to be armed with morality and truth, righteousness, peace, faith, salvation, the sword of the Spirit, praying in the Spirit.  Pray for spiritually strong chaplains and believers throughout who can serve as light and salt and overcome evil.
· Jail Ministries.  Praise God for those who are serving in jail ministry that they will see the fruit for their labors, and many hearts will be touched and changed for eternity.

	


EDUCATION – “Him that comes to Me I will in no wise cast out.” John 6:37  “I will pour water on him that is thirsty.” Isaiah 44:3 “Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness; for they shall be filled.” Matthew 5:6
· Public Schools, Teachers, and Administrators.  Declare - “With God all things are possible!”    Pray for the children in our public schools to be protected morally, intellectually and physically.  Pray for safety; release an impartation of wisdom and knowledge, coupled with understanding; a humble heart. Pray for parents to be alert to what their children are learning and watching with regard to media. Grant them options that are wholesome. Pray Christian educators can honor God and their consciences - and not have to teach and support social issues contrary to the Word of God.  Lord, be their shield and the “glory and the lifter of their heads.”
· Christian Schools, ONGOING: Teachers and Administrators, Homeschoolers:  Praise God for a standard lifted through the Christian-based schools in our county.  Pray that the Lord would help educators in the Christian Schools meet the needs of the ever increasing numbers of Special Needs students.  From VP of Teacher Development @ Evergreen Christian School:  - pray for teachers to continue to feel encouraged about all they do.  Pray for wisdom for those in leadership.
· Colleges/Universities.  Pray for repentance leading to revival to come on our college and university campuses—TESC, St. Martin’s, and South Sound Community College--as God has done in the past in our nation.  The earliest colleges/universities in our nation were theological to train in the Scriptures for the highest calling of preaching the gospel.  Pray that the teachers and administrators will be convicted to amend their ways and release a desire to teach students a wholesome, moral curriculum.  Thank Him for the Christian staff working on these campuses; pray that they will be wise and discerning; keep them from the evil.
MEDIA/COMMUNICATIONS/ARTS/ENTERTAINMENT  - “Oh God, you are my God; early will I seek You: my soul thirsts for You, my flesh longs for You in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is.”  Psalm 63:1
· Church Worship. Pray for pure worship in “Spirit and in truth”; worship that does not satisfy the flesh, but allows the Holy Spirit to move in Divine and Healing ways in the Body of Christ, bringing Him pleasure.
· Secular Media.  Continued prayer thrust:  Pray Christians would promote and support godly media and communications, concerts, movies (such as Courageous) and be set free from the desire for other types of entertainment.   The battlefield is in the mind, so pray that our minds will be filled with the Word of God; instant in prayer.  Pray for RENEWED MINDS - victorious in resisting the Devil.  Speak and declare the Word against the traps and snares of the enemy. Repent.   They have forsaken Me the fountain of living waters and hewed out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.”  Jeremiah 2:13
BUSINESS/EMPLOYMENT – “The little that a righteous man has is better than the riches of many wicked.” Proverbs 15:16   “A man’s life consists not in the abundance of the things which he possesses”. Luke 2:15   “Godliness with contentment is great gain.” I Timothy 6:6 
· Christian Business Owners.  Some businesses are suffering – with owners recognizing that they are losing a hold on keeping them profitable. Pray for innovative ideas to keep them solvent.  Businesses.  Praise Him for new businesses in our area that are wholesome, good, and bring benefit to the community.  Pray for more new business opportunities to take root; and PRAY businesses that are not beneficial to our County would not stay in business. Pray for new leaders who see how to encourage and establish businesses that make our communities in Thurston County profitable and ones all citizens can be proud of.
· Unemployment:  Ask the Lord to “remember us for good” and release jobs for our area that are good, profitable, and righteous.  Amen.

-Pray Israel can get its anti-missile system – ‘the Dome’ – operational sooner than the projected two years – as Hezbollah has vowed it will continue striking small towns and villages along the border Israel shares with Lebanon.  The Syrians and Iranians have stock piled missiles capable of reaching deep into Israel: “next time we will begin with Tel Aviv.”  

-PRAY FOR THE PEACE OF JERUSALEM AND THE SAFETY OF ISRAELIS who live daily with the specter of death and destruction.
