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Fasting

Fasting with prayer is an act of self-denial to regs to God the earnestness of
your soul for whatever you are praying for. Somasons for fasting in Scripture
include:

» Deliverance from a desperate situation (2Chroniz®4-17)
» Petition for protection from potential harm (Ezr2B-23)

* Honest and earnest confession of sin (1Kings 2N2hemiah 9:1-3; Daniel
9:3; Joel 2:12-18)

» Express grief (Judges 20:26; 2Samuel 1:11)

* Courage and success in a dangerous but necessiary(&ehemiah 1:4-11;
Esther 4:16)

* Accomplish God'’s will (Isaiah 58:6-14)
» Preparation for ministry (Matthew 4:1-2; Acts 13]114:23)
* Insincere fasting God rejects (Isaiah 58:3-5; Jabrt4:12; Zechariah 7)
