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Has this been a great summer or what?  Summer camps, VBS, Food in the Park, and the Mission 
Trip have all been used by God to touch and transform lives.  Mark and Linda have worked 
tirelessly to see that all of these events have been well planned and executed.  It’s not why they 
do all that they do but the next time you see tell them “Thank you” for all of their hard work.

But it will be good to see our attendance return to its normal levels and perhaps God 
willing to begin once more to rise as we reach more and more people for Christ and make more 
and more disciples.
