Fund Raising Policy

No individual or group may solicit money from, nor sell items to, church attendees while on Westwood Baptist Church property, unless the event is approved and scheduled as a fundraiser pursuant to this Policy.  This Policy applies to solicitations and sales for any purpose, including those that benefit outside organizations (such as scouting and schools) and those that benefit Westwood Baptist Church.

Any individual or group wishing to conduct a fundraiser at the church shall submit to the Church Administrator a completed Building Rental Request Form.  Ordinarily, the Building Rental Request Form shall be submitted at least one month prior to the proposed fundraising event.  The Church Administrator will review the proposal for consistency with Church Policy.  The Church Administrator shall approve fundraisers and determine if they are clearly consistent with this Policy, and will schedule approved events on the church master calendar.   

The Church Administrator shall refer to the Administration Committee all proposed fundraisers that are not clearly consistent with Church Policy. The Administration Committee shall approve or disapprove events referred to the Committee that do not require Board approval, and shall refer to the Elder Board, with the Committee’s recommendation for action, proposed fundraisers requiring Elder Board approval. 

Grievances concerning proposed, approved, or disapproved fundraising events may be raised with the Administration Committee and will be referred to the Elder Board when necessary. 

All fundraiser(s) shall comply with the following guidelines: 

• Fundraisers shall comply with all building use policies, including policies regarding priorities for use of facilities. 

• Sponsors of fundraising events shall cleanup after the event, including returning tables, chairs and other equipment to their original locations, and depositing any trash in the dumpster outside.  Failure to meet this guideline will result in charges back to the sponsoring organization or budget.

• Fundraisers shall not conflict with any event sponsored by the Westwood Baptist Church. 

• Fundraisers by outside organizations are limited to those organizations supported financially by Westwood Baptist Church.  Any exception to this guideline must be approved by the Elder Board.

• Fund raising can not involve gambling or games of chance (bingo, raffles, etc.).

• A member of Westwood Baptist Church must actively participate, sponsor and be responsible for the fund raising event sponsored by any outside organization.
