Westwood Baptist Church 

No Nit Policy
Purpose:  to establish a proactive, positive No Nit policy and protocol to maintain a high standard of education, prevention and accountability for staff and parents.

Goals:  

· Decrease the risk to children who attend Clubhouse, Edge and Rock at Westwood Baptist Church from exposure to, contracting and/or spreading head lice.

· Improve the standards of care, prevention, and protection to the church community

· Eliminate any confusion regarding process and procedure

· Involve parents/guardians as partners with Westwood Baptist Church in control efforts

Following policy/guidelines to be implemented:

1. Children will be sent home from church for nits and/or live lice.  After receiving treatment information, parents/guardians will be asked to follow treatment instructions.  In the event the child has TWO cases of nits/live lice within TWO months, he or she will be sent home until free of both live lice and nits (eggs) and/or returns with a primary healthcare provider’s notice of treatment and determination of being lice/nit free.  In the event of repeat infestations the aforementioned process will be repeated as needed and reported to the Thurston County Health Department.

2. Staff (designated person or persons) will provide written treatment information and instructions, including how to check and identify head lice/nit (with emphasis on nit removal for effective management of the condition).

3. A child who has been sent home due to head lice/nits must be inspected by a designated staff member before returning and as needed for 6 months.

4. Families are encouraged to report head lice to Designated Staff Person.

5. Parents of classmates will be notified by letter and/or note of any known exposure to head lice.
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
