WHAT Westwood Baptist Church CAN DO CONCERNING ELECTIONS

•Conduct candidate forums.

Westwood Baptist Church may invite candidates to present their views so long as all viable candidates for the office are invited. It is not the Westwood Baptist Church’s fault if all candidates do not show up. 

•Conduct political forums.

Westwood Baptist Church may hold forums discussing election issues, debating political and social matters, or discussing candidates position when done in a non-partisan matter. 

•Introduce candidates at services.

A candidate may be introduced during church services and can give their personal testimony, deliver a sermon, lead a prayer, or read from the Scriptures. At such an occasion the candidate may not ask for support or funds for his/her political campaign. 

•Give or loan a mailing list.

Westwood Baptist Church may provide a list of its members to a candidate to be used to seek support or raise funds if that is available for other candidates for the same office, on the same basis. If there is normally a charge for use of the list, anyone who obtains the list must be charged the same amount.
