  Strongly Engaged: 23/33 Students   (70%)

  Total Engaged: 25/33 Students   (76%) 
 
Successes: Saw dramatic behavior changes in at least three severely at-risk and 
behaviorally challenged students.  One student told the teacher, “You sit down and shut 
the f*&k up!” on our first day of class.  This same student changed for the good by the 
third class.  Despite having a one-day set-back thereafter, she was able to pull it back 
together to at least behave appropriately in class. 
 
Once we established ourselves as ‘in charge’; the majority group began to by in to our 
lessons as they seemed to take solace in that they were ‘safe’ from the radically behaved 
students. 
 
Obstacles: Teacher buy-in was an initial obstacle; but, that was quickly overcome.   
 
Final Report: 
 
I think that had we had more time we could have reached several more youth who were 
slightly engaged; but we also could have provided more interactive learning for those 
already engaged. 
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
