Avalon Youth Guidelines:
1. Respect People

How:

· Be courteous to all staff

· Keep a tight reign on your tongue

· Avoid put-downs and sarcasm

· Turn off cell-phones during program

· Honor people’s personal space

· Keep public displays of affection to a minimum.  Remember that you are participating in a youth “group”, not a date.  Please keep PDA to hand-holding only.  We encourage hugs, but be aware of the difference between hugging and holding.

2. Respect Facility

How:

· Throw your own trash away and anyone else’s that you might see

· Take care of games, systems, tables, etc. or they may disappear

· Skating is always an outdoor activity here

· Avoid being rough with chairs, doors, coat racks, etc.

3. Be in designated places at designated times

How:

· Use restroom and get drink PRIOR to program

· Do not use program time to work through personal issues

· Open areas (during hang-out) include parking lot side of church, foyer, and cellar.  Unless otherwise stated, all other areas are off-limits.

· Once you are here, stay here.  Drop-off centers are great, but this is not one of them

· If you leave, you are gone for the night, unless you have gotten special permission from the youth pastor

4. Help keep Avalon Safe

How:

· Let an adult know as soon as any incident begins to escalate – whether it includes you or anyone else.

· Restrain yourself from violence – let a staff member help you resolve issues

· Avoid excessive rough play

· Avoid put-downs and sarcasm

5. Obey all State and Federal Laws
