C. Origin of John’s Anti-Christ. 1 JN 2:19.
1. They went out from us. They were at one time disciples — members of the
church.
2. They were not of us. They did not possess the same spirit of obedience

characteristic of the disciples, for if they had they would have continued with the
disciples. In going out, i.e., in apostatizing from the faith, they were made
manifest (shown to be), not of the disciples.
