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CamaUSA/GRM Interface Committee

Meeting convened at 1:00 PM on 2/17/2010 at the ACS offices in Waite Park, MN.
Members in attendance included Michael Cebulla, Gary Grossinger, Cheryl Grover, Angie Johnson, Kevin Pullis, Michelle Bolen and Farley R. Grunig.  Also in attendance Lana Johnson representing ACS.
Motion by Gary and seconded by Michelle to approve the agenda.  Motion Carried.

Review of ACS Enhancements, Change Requests and beta testing results

Enhancement 2006.04 Change Request 4 (2a/2b detail)

Stearns County reported that the XML file layout was possibly still missing the “s” on acres in one tag but that may have been fixed in the most recent release that they have not yet tested.  Except for this tag issue the program appears to be working correctly.

Enhancement 2006.04 Change Request 5 (change date)

Gary reported the results of his survey concerning the year used by counties for doing their roll type M assessments.  Carver County is the exception.  All others are doing it the same.  ACS will modify the file to apply correct change date.  For example, if transferring 2010 roll type M data the change date will be 12/31/10.  ACS will work with Carver County to find a fix to allow this program modification to work for them as well as the other user counties.

Enhancement 2009.16 (lost functionality)
ACS is waiting for final version of the GRM extract file.  Gary will check with Steve Holthaus to determine status of GRM extract file and report back to ACS.

Steve’s file will include all fields needed for CamaVIEW file.  ACS will add the CamaVIEW processing programs to the list of programs that need to be modified to use the GRM extract file.

Enhancement 2009.15 (orphan CLAS report)

Beta testing completed.  ACS has released.  No post release problems encountered.

Enhancement 2006.04 Change Request 8 (no 2a/2b/tillable detail on non-ag)

Being alpha tested at ACS.  Hopefully out to beta yet this week.

Enhancement 2006.04 Change Request 9 (populate income values to extract file)

Being alpha tested at ACS.  Hopefully out to beta yet this week.

Issue 37 on Kevin’s spreadsheet

Mike explained an issue encountered while testing at Stearns.  The parcel in question has two records.  Record #1 is active but no value.  Record #2 is active and has value.  Transfer failed.  Users need to be aware that Record #1 must have value.  They should also run the orphan CLAS report and do the required maintenance.  Users should also consider running a file reorganization.  Gary noted that some counties want to preserve their inactive (soft deleted) information..  Running the reorg would permanently delete this inactive information.  The users should be advised that running the reorg is NOT  mandatory but is simply something they should consider if they are concerned about having the cleanest possible files for creating the CamaUSA export.  These processes should be completed prior to creating the CamaUSA export file.  Farley will draft an email for the Committee to review and possible send to the users.
Lana left the meeting.

Review of Manatron Faults

0944 (enable corrections processing box default

Nothing new from Manatron. 

0946 (changes included in ADE)

Mike has provided Manatron with the list of changes that should trigger inclusion in the ADE file.  Manatron has not provided an estimated delivery date.  This is issue 18 on Kevin’s spread sheet.

0947 (inactive homestead modifiers)

Manatron anticipates release tomorrow.  This is issue 19 on Kevin’s spreadsheet.

Qualifying Golf Course with structure value mapping 

This fix has not been released by Manatron.  This is issue 31 on Kevin’s spreadsheet.  Manatron has assigned TFS #522,296.  MCCC has not assigned a fault number.
Review of Jeff Watkins’ spreadsheet of interface issues

Jeff has not responded to Farley’s request for additional information regarding the issues on Jeff’s spreadsheet that do not have MCCC fault numbers.  No action can be taken by this Committee until the additional information is received.
Review of issues discussed at the 1/21/2010 assessor training

No new information received from Jeff Watkins.  No action can be taken by this Committee until the requested information is received.

Ag Preserve and GA flags
This is issued 22 on Kevin’s spreadsheet.  Currently these flags are not being included in the interface file.  There is no point in adding them to the CamaUSA extract file without Manatron first making the decision to utilize the imported flags in GRM.  It would also require Manatron to modify the XML file to include this additional information and for ACS to modify the file create program to cause the CamaUSA extract to populate the new fields.  Nothing can be done programmatically at this time by this Committee.  It will need to be handled as a work flow issue on a go forward basis at least for the present.  Angie will write up an enhancement request to add the green acres, agricultural preserve and rural preserve flags to the information imported to GRM from CamaUSA.  Angie will also write up an enhancement request for a GRM report of revenue objects where the green acres, agricultural preserve or rural preserve flags are maintained in GRM.

Interface hints and problems

Discussion of the list of things that aren’t working in the transfer and helpful hints that might make the transfer work better for the users.  Mike will consolidate Angie’s list with his and distribute to the users.

The next meeting of the Committee will be held when there are sufficient issues to warrant a meeting.
