CNH LWML MISSION GRANT GUIDELINES – Steps in Submitting a Proposal

Step 1
BEGIN WITH PRAYER that God would guide you as you prepare the proposal

Step 2
COLLECT ENOUGH INFORMATION so that you understand what the project is and what it WILL DO.  You need to know what the present situation is with your project, what the need is and what the funding will do.  Keep in mind that it may take up to two years after the convention for funding to be delivered.  What will happen to the project during the wait time?  What other funding will this project receive or will the mite monies be the sole reason to cause this project to occur?  The project must be mission oriented.  How will people hear the gospel through this grant?

Step 3
WRITE THE GRANT PROPOSAL DETAILED DOCUMENTATION.


Give facts and tell the exact history of the project, how the funds will be used and where additional funds will come from.  A budget is a must.  There should be enough information that will be enough to help readers feel confident that this is something worthwhile and stable.

Step 4  
WRITE THE RESOLUTION.  This is a summary of What Will Happen, Why it will happen, and to Whom it Will Happen.  The resolution must also include the amount of funding requested.  This is your way to persuade those who read it that this grant should be funded by mites.  Usually, each “whereas” is a thought or fact.  You want to convince others of the importance of your grant.  Think of it as a synopsis, one to be published in the convention manual.
Step 5
FILL IN THE INFORMATION SHEET COMPLETELY.  This is to make sure you remember to get all the necessary signatures and names.

Step 6
YOU SHOULD BE ABLE TO KEEP THE ENTIRE  PROPOSAL TO NO MORE THAN 3 PAGES including the INFORMATION PAGE. 

Send 6 copies to the current VP of Gospel Outreach. 

Step 7
AFTER THE FINAL REVIEW BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, LETTERS OF NOTIFICATION WILL BE SENT OF EITHER ACCEPTANCE OR REJECTION FOR BALLOTING AT CONVENTION.  At that time the successful candidates will be asked to submit suitable material for a power point presentation at convention.
