Time-
Quantity with a view toward quality: this is the lifeblood of relationships.

Touch-
Feeding our skin hunger with the ultimate “I love you.”
Talk- 
Disclosure at all levels, Not just surface talk!

Tenderness- 
Empathy, by putting on the skin of the other person and feeling what it is like to be them for that moment.
Tributes-
Acknowledging good effort, attitudes, and “…for just being you.”

Tickles-
