Romans 8.31: 31 What then are we to say about these things? If God is for us, who is against us?

Psalm 139.15-16

15 My frame was not hidden from you, when I was being made in secret, intricately woven in the depths of the earth. 16 Your eyes beheld my unformed substance. In your book were written all the days that were formed for me when none of them as yet existed.

Ephesians 6.12: For we are not contending against flesh and blood, but against the principalities, against the powers, against the world rulers of this present darkness, against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places. 13 Therefore take the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.

Jeremiah 29.11: 11For I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord. They are plans for good and not for evil, to give you a future and a hope.

Isaiah 49.15,16:  15“Never! Can a mother forget her little child and not have love for her own son? Yet even if that should be, I will not forget you. 16See, I have tattooed your name upon my palm, and ever before me is a picture of Jerusalem’s walls in ruins.

Romans 8.28,29: 28 We know that all things work together for good for those who love God, who are called according to his purpose. 29 For those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the image of his Son…
2 Corinthians 5.17: So if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation: everything old has passed away; see, everything has become new!

Philippians 4.8: 8 Finally, beloved, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is pleasing, whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence and if there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things.
