*Projects should have an innovative element and add new or enhance
capabilities to the aviation sector in Singapore.
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Who can apply?

 The programme is open to all Singapore-registered
companies or organisations with a presence in

Singapore, including Institutes of Higher Learning and
research centres.




How to apply?

* Interested parties should discuss their projects with
CAAS officers before submitting an application.

e Application must be made on forms available from our
website.




How will a proposal be evaluated?

Proposals will be evaluated in the following areas:

Financial standing and background of the applicant
Track record of the applicant

Measurable outcomes

Originality and innovativeness of the project

Resource allocation and execution capabillities
Scalability and benefits to the rest of the aviation industry
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How will the company know if their
proposal has been awarded?

» Successful applicants will be notified by CAAS on the
award via a Letter of Offer indicating the terms and
conditions of the award, expected project outcomes /
milestones and funding terms.

 Companies will also be informed if their applications are
not successful.




Funding level and components for the
AlP?

The AIP can provide assistance of up to 70% for qualifying
expenses, capped at $2 million per project over a period of
2 years. Qualifying expenses may include:

Purchase/lease of equipment/materials
Cost of intellectual property rights/software
Salaries of staff engaged in the project
Training
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Disbursement

* Disbursement will be made on a reimbursement basis.

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Aviation Partnership Programme (APP)
Obijective:

e Drive the adoption of industry-level standards or
processes that help to enhance overall productivity,
effectiveness and competitiveness.

« CAAS welcomes suggestions and ideas from companies
and individuals in the industry.




How to Apply?

 CAAS will invite companies to participate in an APP
Initiative when it is rolled out.




How will the APP initiatives be
evaluated?

* APP initiatives will be assessed by CAAS in consultation
with the industry to determine their likely impact on overall
productivity, effectiveness and competitiveness.




Funding level and components for APP?

 APP will provide two tiers of funding support

First Tier — development of common standards and platforms

Second Tier — up to 70% of a company’s costs to adopt the APP
Initiative
