30 June 2010, SINGAPORE — The Association of Aerospace Industries (Singapore), or the
AAIS, launched the AeroProfessional Series at the AAIS-Singapore Workforce Development
Agency (WDA) Conference today. The Conference included an industry dialogue with the
Minister for Manpower, Mr Gan Kim Yong, and is the first time the industry is engaging a
Minister in such a Manner

The AeroProfessional Series is an initiative by the AAIS, in collaboration with WDA. Spread

over a 12-month period, this series of workshops and seminar sessions will be executed in

l' ine with the Singapore government'’'s call/l f o
the next 10 years.

To include a total of four sessions designed to focus on a specific operational division within
organisations at each session, the Series will bring together speakers who are experts in
their fields, to educate on industry trends and impart strategies and good practices, through
essential skills that would enhance organisational excellence.

With the first session of the Series focusing on Human Capital, the industry dialogue with
Minister Gan saw active participation from leaders from the aerospace community.

A steering committee of the AAIS, this is an industry-driven
body comprising representatives from key industry sub-sectors, with the participation of the
Ministry of Manpower, Civil Aviation Authority of Singapore, Singapore Economic
Development Board, SPRING Singapore and the Singapore Workforce Development Agency
(refer to Annex A for AHCSC members).

With the aim of developingaworld-c| ass wor kforce to meet the
partnerships with Singapore-based educational institutions and other key stakeholders, the

AHCSC is just one avenue where the AAIS works closely with the industry and government

sector to upgrade the competency levels of the different pillars of the industry.
