	Alley Issues
The alley behind the courts continues to be rather crowded, and rest assured we are working to address these issues at our meetings. Trash days are especially problematic when cars block the passage of sanitation vehicles. 

We have discussed several options for dealing with alley issues, including:

· No parking during certain hours on trash pick-up days
· Designing and implementing parking lines 
· Instituting permit parking
We invite all residents to weigh in on these ideas, which we will review in detail and discuss further at our next meeting. In the meantime, Anne Dugan and Michael Bracey are looking into the issues and will collect input on a solution.
